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LABOUR DEPARTMENT RESEARCH AWARDS

Fourteen grants with a total value of $27,712.50
have been awarded undei the Department of Labout’s
University Research Programme for 1965-66. These
grants are made annually on the recommendation of
a joint advisory committee of the Labour Department
and the universities. Their purpose is to encourage
research by qualified graduate students and profes-
sors, to bring about an increased understanding of
the characteristics and role of labour-management
relations and of manpower development and employ-
ment in the Canadian economy.

In the 15 years since the Department of Labour-
University Research Programme was initiated, and
including the latest awards, 109 grants have been
made, with a total value of $132,257.

While a report and summary of findings of each
research project must be submitted to the Labour
Department-University Research Committee, rights to
their studies remain the property of the authors who,
in many cases, have subsequently had them pub-
lished.

In co-operation with the International Labour
Organization, the Department of Labour also awards
annual fellowships for research on labour problems
at the International Institute of Labour Studies at
Geneva. These are available to senior Canadian
scholars. This year two fellowships, of $5,000 each
plus travel expenses for the recipient and his
dependents, were awarded.
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TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS
Motor-vehicle traffic accidents on Canada’s

streets and highways in April this year claimed 297
lives, a decrease of 3.9 per cent from the April 1964
total of 309, according to a special release by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics.

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GLOBAL TRANSPORT FLIGHT

A Royal Canadian Air Force C-130E ‘‘Hercules’’
transport plane flew round the world recently on a
14-day mission. The ‘‘Hercules’’, with a crew of 13,
took off from RCAF Station Namao near Edmonton,
Alberta, on May 25, stopping at such points as Recife
(Brazil), Dar es Salaam (Tanzania), Singapore and
Tokyo.
