(a) Each Party agrees to provide annually to the other
Party a list of its fishing vessels which propose to fish
albacore tuna in the Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ)
of the other Party, which is defined in Article 1(b) of
the Treaty. The list will include:

@) vessel name,
(ii) home port,
(iii) radio call sign or vessel identification

marking that identifies the flag state of the
vessel (“Vessel Identification Marking”),
