Ur. Hubert Guérin was born in 1896, is married ond has
two children. He entercd the French diplomatic service in
1920 and scrved at liashington and at other posts both at the
Forcign Office and abroad, becoming Minister of France to
Finlend in 1941. In 1944 he was appointed by the French
Cormittee of National Liberation as Delegcte to the Holy See.
He was Anbassador to the Netherlonds in 1945 ond sanbassador
to Brazil in 1946. Mr. Gudrin served in the French forces
in the 1914-18 war, and was cwarded the Legion of Honour
and the Croix de Guerrc.
