By unanimous consent, it was ordered that the House revert to "Motions"
at 5.00 o'clock p.m. this day in order to consider the foilowing Notice of
Motion appearing on this day's Order Paper under "Routine Proceedings" in
the name of the Secretary of State:

"That on Saturday, October 12, 1963, the bouse shall sit from 11.00 a.m.
to 1.00 p.m. and 2.30 p.m. to 6.00 p.m., and

"That, after the reading of Prayers in the said sitting, the House shail
proceed forthwith to Government Orders which shall have precedence over
ail other business and, should the Order "bouse again in Committee of Supply"
be cailed and read, the procedure now provîded for in Standing Order 56(1)
shall apply."

The Order being read for the second reading of Bull C-102, An Act to
Provide for the Placing of the Maritime Transportation Unions of Canada
Under the Management and Control of Trustees;

Mr. MacEachen, seconded by Mr. Pickersgill, moved,-That the said bill
be now read a second time.

After debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to on the following division:
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
