Hon. A. J. MacEachen (Minister of Labour):
Mr. Speaker, the hion, gentleman is correct in
that the Minister ai Transport and I had a
meeting with these gentlemen same time ago
at which. a briei was presented making a num-
ber ai recommendations, inciuding certain
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Inquiries of the Mir&istry
amendments to the Industrial Relations and
Disputes Investigation Act and a request ta
have an industrial inquiry commission set up
ta investigate certain phases of this particular
problem.

At that tîme the Minister af Transport and
I had a very useful discussion with the rep-
resentatives involved. Up ta the present it
has flot been possible for me ta reach a de-
cision and make a possible proposal ta the
gavernrnent on the matter, but it wîll receive
attention as quickly as possible.

Mr. Fisher: A supplementary question. Is
the idea af an inquiry still in the rninister's
mind?
