STEPS TO DEAL WITH FRAUDULENT

Hon. Paul Martineau (Pontiac-Témisca-
mingue): Mr. Speaker, I would like to direct
a question to the Minister of Justice.

Can the Minister tell us if he intends to
introduce in this house some measures to
curb the ever increasing number of fraudulent
bankruptcies which have attained an un-
precedented figure since 1933? And when be
replies I hope he will announce that the gov-
ernment will take other steps than what he
told me when I asked him a similar question
last year, namely, that the government was
taking the matter under consideration.

Hon. Guy Favreau (Minister of Justice):
Mr. Speaker, I believe that the hon. member
should ask this question without unilateral
limit.

I must say that the complete revision of
the Bankruptcy Act will not be completed
for several months yet.

A new superintendent of bankruptcies has
just been appointed, and his views will have
to be sought on several aspects of all related
matters. I can say that for the time being
I am thinking of recommending to the gov-
ernment a measure which might, even though

temporarily, correct some of the most urgent
aspects of the problems.
