The hon. member will realize
that a motion put forward pursuant to Standing Order 43
requires unanimous consent in order that it be presented for
debate. Once presented, it is debatable. Only last Friday the
House learned that with great impact. Once the motion is
presented, it is debatable and no member is able to guarantee
that any motion, once put before the House, will not be
debated by any other member because it is always the right of
any individual member to rise to speak and that right cannot
be denied either by the Chair or by any arrangement made in
advance.
