Mrs. Warren took advantage of the
occasjon to make a strong appeal for
l'oarding houses for the business girl.
“A girl wants o j0o0ons where she can
live ‘decently and she wants a meal
without paying too high a price for it.”
She ‘declared Sherbourne House, Geor-
gina House and Rosary Hall are all
filled /and there are waiting lists, she
stated. The houses mentioned aré a
self-sustaining, dut tho thousands of
women have agcomplished so much
there is nothing yet to better  ty
boarding house situation.” “We want
every woman to get into the work,
which is as much needed as that of the
war, and if there is no other way we
should open our own houses,” was the
urgent climax of Mrs. Warren's appeal.

A specond interesting speaker was
Adjutant May Whittaker of the Balva-
tion Army, an English girl who served
overseas in the first hut opened In
Belgium. Miss Whittaker expressed
her pleasure at being in Canada,
which, tc her, had for many months
been like txbty to the boys in France,
She had e to France with Miss
Murray, daughter of General Murray,
who was. second in command of the
3rd Army Corps., They had then gone
to Brussels, where they assisted the
srave Monsieur Max in caring for the
refugees. The speaker paid the Cana-
dian nurses great tribute and told of
the bombing of a hospital where two
were killed and whose funeral she at-
tended. The effect of the courage of
the nurses was that it buoyed up men
who told her that at times they feit
like getting under the bed.

“1¢ 1 had my way,” said Miss Whit -
taker, “I weould give every one of the
nurses the V.C.” Adjutant Whittaker
is herself the wearer of many honors,
baving been awarded the Mons medal,
star and ribbon and Order of the Em-
pire, with which she was decorated by
the king.

Work at 8t. Dunstan.

Mrs. Rattan, who had gone with her
husband overseas, and who had done
V.A.D. work for fifteen months at a
hospital at Guilford und later at 8t.
Dunstan Hospital for the Blind, gave
some interesting reminiscences of her
work, speaking particularly of the ef-
fect of the great hospital on the men
who fad lost their sight in the war,
and, who, when they entered the in--
stitution at first, felt like a drag on
the eav‘jbut were not there-long be-
fore the¥felt able to do anything in
whoich they had been trained. .
