King Frederick early in the afternoon
announced his accession to the throne
in a proclamation, as’follows:

“We, Frederick VII, King of Den-
mark, by the grace of God, etgy do
hereby announce and make known that
our dearly beloved father, King Chris~
tian®IX, was yesterday gathered to his
fathers by a sudden but calm and
peaceful death, We have thereupon,
in accordance with the law, ascendea
the throme., While thus assuming this
high and responsible position, for which

_ithe Almighty has chosen us, it i our
determination to maintdin unswerving-

3 ly the constitution of our country and
10-preserve the rights;and privileges of
our whole people. Ifithe people them-
selves will have the .same confidence
in their king which we have in our
people then will God grant His grace
and blessing to all of us.”

Frederick VII, the new King of -Den-
mark, who will  ascend the throne in
his gixty-second year, bears the weight
of hig years lightly, and is almost as
popular with the people of Denmark as
Was his father. By the wish of his
parents, he was brought up with great
simplicity, angq his earlier education
Was obtained
school; for not, unti] he was ten years
old was the difficult question of his
father's succession to the Danish throne
finally settled. It ‘was. Frederick’s cu-
rioys fate to see his younger brother
and his own son becoming reigning
monarchs of Greece- and Norway re-
‘8pectively, while he himself was still
an heir apparent.

Always Popnllr.

The new king has been highly popu~
lar since hig earliest youth. His bear-
ing is stately and his manner quiet. He
i8 noted for his culture, and possesses

Winnipeg, Jan. 30.—(Speciab)—The te-
lephone committee appointed by ibe
Manitoba, legislature to conduct an en-
quiry into the operation and ¢ost of
telephone systems and telephone rates,
held & finst session this morning,when
Charles ¥. Fisher of Chicago,’ a tele-
phone expert, gave evidence as to coms«
petition in the United States betwecn
the Bell corporation and indepénd:nt
companies. i

He estimated that a telephone gys-
tem to comprise 10,000 telephones and
constructed at a cost of - $1,000,000,
could be maintained in Winnipeg by
charging a rate of $19 per telephone,
and declared that $6 per year was
plenty high enough a rate for a désk
telephone instead of $15, which was ex-
orbitant.

He outlined the steruggle in the States
Petween the B eellTipehone Co. and in-
dependent companies for cheaper ser-
vice. The exténsion of the telephone to
farmerg had been brought about en-
tirely by competition from independ:n¢
companies,

Mr. Fisher declared that the cost of
a telephone plant constructed by a
city would average about $100 fo $110
per line. Where conduits were not re-
cessary it would be lower, probably
$756 a line,

The attorney-general referred to the
inconveniences of having two telephone
ByS in a city., Mr. PFisher stated
that to the business man it gave the
advantage of being able to obtain more
connections, and to the people if gave
the only opportunity of being served
by the telephone on account of the pro-
hibitive rates of the Bell Co.
