A SHORTAGE IN WHEAT.

Xanada a Favored Country, Having Mil-
itoms of Bushels to Sell-European
Countries Will Have to Buy.

Budapest, Aug. 80.—The Ministry of
«Agriculture has issued its annual estimate,
dn which it describes the world’s harvest
as extraordinarily ligh The total yleld
of wheat Is placed at 573,760, metric
{ hundred weight, while the present\annual
'Tequirements are estimated at 655,150,000
!metric hundred weight. It is calculated
. that for 1897 and 1898 there will be a short-
rage of 50,800,000 hundred weight. The
i Stocks remaining on hand from 1896 are
rapproximately estimated at somewhere Dbe-
}tween 38,000,000 and 45,000,000. The total
supply for the year, reckoning both the
present stocks and the harvest, is estimated
jat from 610,000,000 to 651,000,000 metric
'hundred weight.

The world's deficits are estimated as fol-
lows: Rye, 193,200,000 bushels; barley,
 106,400,000; oats, 162,400,000, and corn 165,-
+200,000. The report states that many ex-
i porting countries, such as European Tur-

ey, Egypt, Australia and Austria-Hungary,
will either be unable to export grain or will
(be compelled to import, while others, in-
‘wluding British India, Argentina and Chili,
will have their wheat export considerably
reduced.

The favored countries are Canada and
‘the United States, the former of which
will soon be one of the most important of
the exporting countries, its excess over
dast year's production being 7,000,000 bush-
‘els of wheat and 20,000,000 of oats. Its
wutput of all sorts of grain was 270,000,000
of bushels. .

The yield of wheat in Great Britain this
season is fifty millions of bushels, against
63,000,000 bushels last year.

The wheat area of British India is re-
duced from 23,000,000 acres to 18,000,000
acres and the wheat yield from 234,000,000
‘bushels to 202,000,000 bushels. The United
_States, which has reduced its area sown
14n oats by 2,000,000 acres, that sown in corn

!by a million acres,- while that in other |

.grains remains nearly unchanged, will
