Hall was 38 years of age. He was 
born in England, but spent most of his 
life in Canada, and had played hockey 
more than fifteen years, having gained 
his first experience with the Winnipeg 
and Brandon teams. He played his first 
professional hockey with Houghton, 
Mich., and later was connected with 
teams at Winnipeg, Kenora, Quebec and 
the Canadiens of Montreal.
