EDUCATION 0F INDIAN STUDENTS IN PROVINCIAL SCHOOLS

Question No. 1,824-Mr. Smiith (Churchill):

Hon. Warren Alliand (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): 1. The departmnent bas taken a
number of steps to ensure that provincial schools are providing
tbe best possible education for Indian children attending pro-
vincial schools. These steps include (a) the introduction of

tuition agreements between the Department and individual
school boards negotiated with the full participation of the
Indian bands whose children attend the schools. These tuition

agreements provided for special educational needs as indicated
by the parents of the children. The special services provided
under these agreements are varied but include such curriculum
areas as language training, cultural curriculum content related
to the background of the Indian cbildren, Indian history, etc.
(b) The Department is regularly providing provincial school
boards with information regarding the sources of materials
which they can include in their school program, their libraries;
etc. For example, the Department bas compiled lists of books
written for, by or about Indians and made these lists available
t<o provincial school boards and other interested parties. (c) In

the provinces of Manitoba and New Brunswick general agree-
ments between this Department and the provincial Depart-
ments of Education have been entered into covering the

attendance of Indian children in the schools of those provinces.
The agreements were drawn up with the full participation of
the provincial Indian organizations. In tbe case of Manitoba

the agreement is re-negotîated annually and the Manitoba
Indian Brotherhood is a tbird party signatory to the agree-
ment. (d) In British Columbia a general agreement between
the Department and the Provincial Department of Education
bas been in effect since 1969 but is currently under review by
the Provincial Department, the Indians of British Columbia
and this Department-the review being for the purpose of
finding a vehicle for the delivery of special programs to meet
the special needs of Indian cbildren attending provincial
schools there.

2. Tbe Department does not maintain records in such a
manner to permît a complete response to this question. We can
only indicate that the enrolment of Indian students at the high
school level bas been increasing at the rate of approximately
8.6% annually. Tbis figure applies to Indians in attendance at
ail bigb schools and includes those who commute and those
who board away from home for school attendance purposes.

The figures for those who commute are flot segregated in our
records.

3. We do flot have accurate information, but from the
material which we have reviewed and from discussions with
the regions, it is estimated that the drop-out rate by Indian
students from ail schools is greatest at the grade 9 level.
