The spacious lodge room of Branch 134, 
C. M. B. A., in the McLaughlin building, 
Union street, is probably the finest and 
beet equipped apartment of ite kind in 
tit. John today, and besides answering 
in every respect the requirements of the 
organization by which it is at present oc­
cupied, it possesses the unique feature of 
being capable, at a’ moment’s notice, of 
being converted into an ideal social as­
sembly room of which any lodge or indi­
vidual m?ky indeed be proud. Through the 
courtesy of one of the lodge members a re­
presentative of this paper was shown 
through the apartment, which measures 
some seventy feet in length, forty in 
width and sixteen feet high. The floor is 
of match hardwood of narrow strips and 
nicely polished, while the walls are wain- 
scotted in white pine to a height of about 
five feet, where a neat double moulding 
divides the woodwork from the plaster, 
which, below the picture moulding, is 
tinted in Nile"* green and finished at the 
top with a deep cream colored frieze. The 
main room is about fifty feet deep and is 
divided by folding doors from the rear 
apartment, which measures some twenty 
feet in depth. At the Union street end ;s 
a platform about twelve inches high and 
nicely covered with a rich crimson carpet 
on which is placed the president’s chair, 
and facing it, at the opposite end of the 
room is the first vice-president’s chair. To 
the left and opposite the second vice-presi­
dent’s chair is the chancellor’s seat. The 
chairs occupied by these officers are built 
of butternut, with walnut finishings, and 
handsomely carved and polished. All are 
upholstered in deep crimson velvet and 
each rests on a carpeted platform. Di­
rectly to the right of the president’s 
chair is the secretary’s desk, and on the 
left that of the financial secretary and 
treasurer. In the large room is a very 
fine toned piano and in the room at the 
rear a first class billiard table. The apart­
ment is amply lighted by eight brass elec­
troliers and branch lights behind the 
president’s chair, as well as portable 
lights on the officers’ desks. In other re- 

x spects the room is well appointed and the 
delicately tinted walls serve as an excel­
lent contrast for the many tastefully 
framed pictures by which they are 
adorned.

DEWEY GETS LETTER SYMBOL

STROUDSTEA CHAMPLAIN AND WOLFE.

The object and occasion are, indeed, such 
as should appeal beyond Canada, itself to 
the whole Empire, of which Chnada is a 
glorious part. Already the King, with his 
sympathy ever ready for afl that interests 
any pert of his realm, has shown his ap­
preciation of the project and an example 
to toe rest of his dominions by contribut­
ing to the expense of the proposed under­
taking. Already, too, at least one earnest 
New Zealander has promised to collect 
subscription from the youngest Dominion 
to demonstrate her relationship to toe old­
est. In England it is particularly ap­
propriate that we should show a tangible 
interest in this anniversary so impartant 
to our Canadian fellow-subjects. We owe 
a great deal of gratitude to Champlain 
and his French successors for the good 
work they left behind, from which we 
profited, and to toe colonists who have 
proved euch loyal inheritors of the 
Empire. We also have special cause to 
join in toe project for marlring toe occas­
ion. We are, perhaps, somewhat niggard­
ly as a nation in the honor we pay to toe 
men who have sown toe seeds of our great­
ness. But Wolfe, perhaps partly for the 
same reason as Nelson, has always touch­
ed our imaginations, as a victim in toe 
crowning hour of victory. Weak by con­
stitution, ungainly, and silent, he was pick­
ed out by Pitt, with his unerring eye for 
spirit, as toe one man to carry toe im­
pregnable stronghold. Four days before he 
died a victor, he wrote to Pitt: “My con­
stitution » entirely ruined, without the 
consolation of having done any consider­
able service to toe state or without any 
prospect of it.” In these words lies the 
secret of his greatness and of his success; 
his consuming passion for hie country, 
which made him lament his weakness only 
for her sake. To such a man the only real 
reward is the consciousness of his country’s 
thanks and praise, and the way to breed 
such men is to make the world feel that 
we are not unmindful of their claims. Next 
year, therefore, the two hundredth anni­
versary of toe birth of Pitt, master and 
greatest of all this band of heroes whom 
he inspired, we shall be paying but a 
small part of a just debt, if we help to 
commemorate more permanently his two 
greatest coadjutors, dive and Wolfe.
