A NEW DISCOVERY\
Boston, Mass., May 27—Dr. Thos. M« 

Dowsley, a local dentist, has discovered 
an obtundent for use in treating and fill­
ing teeth, which is believed by some of 
his friends to bear the same relative im­
portance to dentistry as the discovery of 
ether to surgery.

Dr. Dowsley’s discovery was the result 
of years of work in investigation and ex­
perimentation. He is satisfied now that 
his obtundent has been perfected. Dur­
ing the last few months he has allowed 
several other dentists to use small quan­
tities of ihis preparation, but is not giving 
out any of it now. His present intention 
is to give his formula to the dental world 
when he has been recognized, and that 
is all lie appears to seek.

Dr. Dowsley’s obtundent is not inject­
ed into the gums of a patient, as are cer­
tain preparations with cocaine as a basis, 
but is applied simply with a. bit of cotton 
which is laid on or inserted into the cav­
ity of a tooth. After the obtundent is 
applied to the cavity of a tooth, Dr. 
Dcrwsley says, in three or four minutes the 
most sensitive cavity can be prepared 
for filling or a live nerve removed with­
out' any discomfort, to the patient.

HE SHOULD BE PENSIONED
A work of more than ordinary interest 

will be the grading and seeding of what is 
known as “section B,” a part of the 
grounds that has heretofore received but 
little attention. This is a very beautiful 
spot near the Ruel fountain and the pavil­
ion. A triangular plot in the centre of 
this section has been purchased by the 
Knights of Pythias and placed in per­
petual care. A flower bed in the form 
of a triangle will be placed in the centre 
of the plot and the surrounding ground 
will be made into a green sward with 
paths properly laid out. One interment 
has already been made in the K. P. lot 
—the late John Law, a past chancellor 
of .Union Lodge, No. 2.

Last week saw the completion of a very 
handsome monument on the McKelvie lot, 
at the junction of Willow and Pine av­
enues. near the city and county plot. It 
was erected by John McKelvie in memory 
of his daughter, Jennie, and is one of the 
finest pieces of statuary in Canada. It was 
imported from Scotland. The die, base 
and cap are in westerly granite and the 
statue, which is in the form of an angel, 
is of white marble.

A move that will doubtless prove very 
popular, has been made by the directors, 
in placing full sized (8 grave) lots on the 
market ^t $25 each. This has been done by 
clearing up certain portions of the grounds 
heretofore unueued. The prices of lots, 
all finished, range from $25 to $184.

Every year sees Fernhill—“the City of 
the Dead” made more beautiful by the 
opening up and clearing of new portions 
of this vast park. New trees, thousands 
of beautiful plants and the sodding or 
sowing of grass seed on fortner waste 
wild land makes a steady improvement in 
the appearance of the place, and it is 
doubtful if anywhere in' America can be 
found a more attractive looking burial 
ground.

The new work planned for this year by 
Superintendent J. P. Clayton will, still 
further enhance its beauty. There will 
be, as usual, a general cleaning up of the 
grounds with its fifty-two miles of paths 
and avenues and over twenty thousand 
plants will be set out, the larger portion 
of them being placed along the centre of 
the double driveway, known as South 
Avenue, at the Westmorland Road en­
trant*.

At the Marsh Road entrance elaborate 
changes will be made. The rest house, 

located about half way up the hill, 
will be moved about 200 feet nearer the 
entrance, so that visitors can rest there 
while awaiting teams to bring them to 
the city. In its new location a clear view 
of the space occupied by teams will be 
afforded. It is hoped also that a fixed 
schedule may be arranged for the teams, 
so that visitors may know at. what houre 
they can come or go.

À terrace is being formed directly in 
front of the big gates on the slope of the 
hill and the name—Fernhill—will be 
made in big floral letters. These letters 
will be four and a half feet in length and 
will be easily distinguished by people in 
the passing trains.

At the right of this terrace the 
that has pursued an irregular course for 
some years will be converted into a wat­
erfall of five cascades and will have its 
termination in a fountain at the bottom 
of the hill.
