he belonged to Bugtown he was fined $20
{or two months in jail with hard labor.

Silas Hayes was also arrested last might

| with assaulting and beating her in her
j‘hmxse in Harrigan’s Alley. Both are color-
ed. The defendant pleaded guilty to be-
