BODIES REACHED
HERE SATURDAY

Story of the Drowning Acci-
dent on St. Croix Lake.

The bodies of Harry Logan and Thomas
Hilland, the two St. John men who were
drowned in Maine on July 4, were brought
home Saturday. Daniel Harrison, Logan’s
uncle, and Hilland’s’ brother accompanied
the bodies. :

Mr. Harrison told the story of the
drowning which appears to have been a
remarlable one. Six employes of the
Fish Rivér :Lumber 'Company, among
whom were Logan,* Hilland and Gough,
the Fredericton who was drowned,
launched a new #ai}-boat on St. Croix
Lake during Thursday afternoon. The
sail was up ahd the wind was blowing
pretty strong, but the men feared mno
danger at first, When some time had
been spent on- the water, it was found
the boat was leaking and the occupants
soon had to sit up.on the gunwhales,

Four—three of them the ones who were
drowned—were on one side, and two on
the other. There being no ballast in the
boat, when a squall came the boat tippsd
over and all six went into the lake. '

The two who had jeen sitting on the
light side of the boat came up all right
and one of the other four escaped, but
Logan and Hilland naver came above the
water, the survivors say. Gough’s hand
was seen just breaking through the water,
and it is thought that all three became
‘entangled in the sail and were unable to
free themselves. This was the decision
‘reached at the inquest held, and is the
belief of Mr. Harrison, as Logan especial-
ly was a powerful swimmer.

The bodies were found fifteen minutes
after the accident occurred, in twenty-five
feet of water; but all signs of life had
disappeared.

The funeral of Mr. Logan was held
from his late residence, 115 Hilyard street,
to St. Peter’s church yesterday afternoon.
The atténdance' was large and expressed
well the sympathy of the friends of the
young man’s relatives. Mr. Hilland’s
funeral was held from his sister’s residence
in Sheriff street, to St. Peter’s church,
and the young men who had worked to-
gether a ehort time, and met death to-
.gether, were laid side by side in the
Catholic cemetery.

ANOTHER LINK IN
CANAL SYSTEM

vBig Liftlock of Trent Valley
Waterway Opened Saturday

Ottawa, July 7—At Kirkfield, Ontario,
on Saturday, the big liftlock on the Trent
Valley canal was officially opened. By
the completion of this work a waterway
will connect the towns of Orillia and Barry
with Lindsay, Peterboro and other points,
making a 1,000 mile route for steamers
through a populous part of the province.
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, was the principal
speaker and M. J. Butler represented the
railways and canals department. ;

Mr. Lemieux after reviewing the his-

retiring |

tory of canal building on this and the
European continent, said that the St.
Lawrencs system gave a stretch of nawi-
gation of 1,225 miles from Montreal to the
head of Lake Superior. Besides 'this great
waterway there were the Ottawa, the
Rideau and the Richelieu. The Trent
canal when completed would give a water-
way of 200 miles, furnishing a second great

channel for the trade of the west.

Mr. Lemieux predicted the completion
of the canal at an early date. He epoke
of the abolition of tolls on all the canals
by the present government, and said that
the produce of the great Canadian west
would pour down in ever increasing vol-
ume through these waterways to the ocean
and the motherland, while in return On-
tario and Quebec would send westward
their manufactures to an expanding and
profitable market.
