Division Courts.—For the Summary disposal of cases by a Judge ; but a
jury of five persons may be demanded in certain cases. Their jurisdiction ex-
tends to actions of debt or contract amounting to £25,; injuries or terts to per-
sonal chattels amounting to £10 ; but not to actions for gambling debts, liquors
drunk in a tavern, or notes of hand given therefor, ejectment, title to land,
etc., or any toll, custom or franchige, will or settlement, malicious prosecution,
libel, slander, crim. con., seduction, or breach of promise, or actions against a
J.P., for anything done by him in the execution of his office, if he objects to it.
Courts are held once in two months in each division, or oftener, at the discre-
tion of the Judge.—The Divisions are established by the Courts of Quarter
Sessions.—Charles Robinson, Judge.
