To the Editor of The Evening Times-
Star.

Sir,—During the discussion of the
Tourist Association grant in the Leg-
islature on Thursday, I notice by the
newspaper reports that Mr. Barlock of
Carleton Co. complained of difficulty
in finding the office in St. John. T am
sure we will all sympathise with Mr.
Burlock in this, as many people have
trouble of that kind when away from
home. It is much harder to find the
Tourist Office in Toronto than in St.
John.

Our office is "about fifty feet from
King street and within pointing dis-
tance of the ticket offices and hotels.
We would like to have an cffice on
| King street on the ground floor, but
| rents. are prohibitive.
| Im spite of the apparent exclusive-
ness of our office many veople who
never saw St. John before, seem to
have little dificulty in finding it. We
have visitors registered from every
province in Canada, and from the fol-
Jowing States in the Union: Maine,
Massachusetts, Penn, New York,
Rhode Island, District of Columbia,
Connecticut, California, Indiana, New

Jersey, Florida, Oregon, Michigan,
Ohio, Texas, Minn.,, Colorado, Geor-
gia, Kansas, Iowa, I, Nebraska,
Arizona, Utah, New Hampshire, Okla-
| homa, Del.,, Maryland, Tenn., Vir-
ginia and Vermont, and also from
Newfoundland, Bermuda, Barbados,
Trinidad, British Guinea, England,
Irelangd, Scotland, South Africa, India,
China, Holland, and Honolulu.
