cost of producing aluminum has been so 
great as to exclude it from general use.

It has been announced at least shalfr 
dozen times that a new and cheaper mode in
of chemically extracting the precious 
metal from its earthly base had “just 
been discovered.” Still it was worth 
$4.000 a ton, according to Maj. Powell, 
of the geological survey.

The newspapers reported the shipment 
of 150 pounds of chemically pure alumi­
num. manufactured under a new pro­
cess, from Newport, Ky.. to London,
England, m August. 1888.

TTie same account, besides telling us it 
was thé first of the metal ever extracted 
from clays for. the purpose of shipment 
in the United States, tells us how it sold 
for fifty cents per pound. Both allega­
tions must lie untsue. as the Engineering 
Journal of March this year gives a tabu­
lar exhibit of the value bf rare metals, 
in which it classes aluminum. ,as being 
worth |8.50 per pound. The Journal is 
good authority, too.

About the time of this reported ship­
ment of aluminum from Kentucky an­
other and more startling story was cabled 
from Germany. According to the Ger­
man Don Quixote aluminum was being 
rapidly turned out in 100 pound bars at 
the Krupp gun works at a cost of less 
than twenty cents per pound. Teutonic 
“goaheadness” did not cast a bar and a 
half and then make a shipment like they 
diil in the land of blue grass, but they 
turned them out in great bars as rapidly 
as a wood chopper would sticks of wood 
and piled them up for future use. per­
haps with a view to cornering the alumi­
num age!

This metal of the future, of which so 
much has been said, was discovered by 
Professor Wohler in 1828. While seek­
ing to settle in his own mind the ques­
tion as to what were the component 
parts of common clays, and while fusing 
a mass of the yellow mud at a white heat 
under the blow pipe, he accidently ob­
tained a single minute globule or bead of 
what was to him and the rest of the 
scientific world at that time a new metal 
Subsequently by various chemical tests 
he proved the drop to be the precious 
aluminum. He surely did not consider 
his discovery of grave importance, other­
wise he would have given it more atten­
tion than ho did: as it was, it appears 
that he did not experiment with the 
aluminum idea in view again for some­
thing like eighteen years, 
discovered it in a mixture of cloride of 
aluminum and common salt. This time 
the metal was obtained in quantities suf-« 
ficient for more extensive examination.
It was found to be a white metal between 
the color of zinc and silver, but with a 

bluish tinge than that found in the 
hist named metal.

Its specific gravity is from 2.5 to 2.67, 
according to purity, that of the average 
grade being about 2i times heavier than 
water. It is four times as light as sil­
ver—in other words, a coin the size of a 
silver dollar made of aluminum would 
weigh about the same as a twenty cent 
piece in silver. It has great rigidity and

Mr. Kenny called attention to the

“Whereas, The values and profits of 
the lumber business have largely in­
creased during the past two years, and 
that industry is successful and fairly re­
munerative ; and

“Whereas, The interest now payable 
the provincial indebtedness has also 

largely increased, and the public works 
and services of the province require ad­
ditional aid and expenditure; and

“Whereas, In the absence of returns 
of the expenditure and liability of the 
government and departments since'the 
end of the fiscal year last past, for the 
services and contracts of that year, are 
not laid before the house, and without 
such information it is impossible to judge 
of the true state of the provincial affairs 
and finances; and

“Whereas, Under the existing laws 
the whole question of stumpage and in­
formation in connexion therewith is one 
that is under the control of, and can be 
and is contemplated to be dealt with by 
the executive in the proper exercise of 
its functions, powers and responsibilities 
under the principles of responsible gov­
ernment, which principles the executive 
have herein ignored ; therefore,

"Resolved, That this house does 
not deem it advisable now to approve of 
a remission or reduction of the rate of 
stumpage on lumber as now established, 
or the appointment of a commission in 
respect thereto.’’

It will be seen by a careful reading of 
this amendment that the act of voting 
it down is a complete indorsement of the 
policy of the government. On this 
amendment the members were 25 for 
the government and 15 for the opposi­
tion, the latter being composed of the six 
members from thé city and county of 
St John, the four members from West­
morland, the two from Albert, one from 
Kent one from Carleton and one from 
Sunbury.

When the vote was taken on the gov­
ernment’s motion Mr. Douglas of Char" 
lotte who had voted for the amendment 
voted with the opposition against the re­
duction of stumpage to $1 a thousand. 
On that position, therefore, the vote was 
24 to 16.

It is hardly necessary for us to explain 
to our readers that such a vote as the 
indorsing the general policy of the gov­
ernment in the first place, and in the 
second place indorsing their policy on a 
particular act in regard to the redaction 
of the rate of stumpage proves conclusive- 
ly that the "claims of the [opposition in 
regard to their ability to bust the gov­
ernment have not been well founded.

The Buddhists in Bunnah do not con­

sider the question of expense in beauti­
fying their temples. Here is the descrip­
tion of the new vane of a pagoda at Ran­
goon: The vane is about 3 by 1| feet 
broad, and thickly crusted with precious 
stones and lovely fans of the red Bur­
mese gold. One ruby alone is worth 
6,000 rupees, and there are several hun­
dred rubies alone on this beautiful thing. 
On the tip of the iron rod on which 
works the vane is a richly carved and 
perforated gold ornament called the 
Semboo. It is somewhat egg shaped 
and a foot in height, tipped by an enor­
mous diamond encircled by many smaller 
ones, crusted on like barnacles. All over 
this exquisite oval object are similar 
çlumps of diamonds, 
being used for this part.—Exchange.

Reed Bird end Mocking Bird.
The reed bird of the Delaware and the 

rivers and regions south of that stream 
is the rollicking bobolink of our New 
England fields. Here is his true home, 
even if his residence in it is not so long 
as it is in the south. Here he is adorned 
with a gay piebald coat, instead of the 
somber suit of black in which he appears 
when in more southern latitudes, and 
here he nests and sings and rears his 
brood. Here in the sunny green fields of 
New England, through all the charming 
May and for some way into June, he 
pours out the most peculiar, the most 
over bubbling, frolicsome, swaggering, 
rollicking and tipsy of all bird music. 
He is not so abundant here as he was in 
the days before he was shot by the thou­
sand by sportsmen as the reed bird of the 
lower Susquehanna and the lower Dela­
ware, and before a set of worthless men 
and boys here in southern New England 
acquired, through somebody’s ingenuity, 
a trap which catches him.

Connecticut fields are not so filled as 
they were fifty years ago with his swag­
gering and most peculiar tinkling song. 
It may be said of him and the mocking 
bird that if both or either had been 
known to Europe for the last two thou­
sand years, and particularly to Italy, 
Greece and England, there would have 
been a greater fame for either than the 
nightingale now has. But the pothunt­
ers for the Philadelphia, Baltimore and 
New York markets are destroying the 
bobolink as the reed bird, and the negro 
with his shotgun blazing away at tho 
mocking bird (he can’t shoot him except 
when the bird is at rest) is fast com­
pleting what the nest robbing young ne­
groes who supply northern buyers had 
long ago begun—the destruction of the 
superb mocking bird, the finest songster 
as well as the most spirited and intelli­
gent of our American birds.—Hartford 
Times.

Walking sticks are to a great extent 

imported into England from abroad. The 
number received from other countries 
reaches nearly 5,000,000 annually, with 
a combined value of £25,000 or so. Com­
moner sticks, as those of beech, ash, 
thorn and hazel, are to a great extent 
grown in this country. In Gloucester­
shire, for instance, many acres are de­
voted to no other purpose than the rais­
ing of wood for the walking stick market. 
A peculiar branch of this business is the 
importation of overgrown cabbage stalks 
from the Channel Islands, where cab­
bages are regularly trained with a view 
to being transformed into walking sticks 
by a process of stripping off each leaf as 
it appears, and finally drying and harden­
ing the stems.—London Tit Bits.

Explodes Very Easily.
Iodide of nitrogen is the most sensitive 

substance in existence, and when in a 
dry state explodes from the weight of a 
fly descending upon it, or on being 
touched with a feather. It also explodes 
if allowed to fall from the height of a 
few feet upon the surface of water. It 
takes the form of a black powder. Tri­
chloride of nitrogen is another substance 
very easily exploded, the direct rays of 
the sun alone being sufficient to bring 
about its explosion with an energy far 
exceeding that of dynamite. Light as­
sists it in explosive powers, for whilst 
it has a great antipathy to all kinds 
of vegetation and explodes immediately 
upon coming into contact with them, it 
is never found to do so in the dark or on 
dull day».—Montreal Star.
