Canrobert after his distinguished career 
in the Crimea and shared with him the 
honors of the Governorship of Paris. Her 
death will be deeply felt among the 
French Royal is Is in Paris, to whom she 
had greatly endeared herself.

Instead of being moved 
by sails she is propelled by steam, and 
has engines of 11,500 horse power 
which drive her at the rate of 
eighteen knots an hour,

one thousand pounds. Her sides are 
protected by steel armor 18 inches 
thick. A whole fleet of ships such as 
Nelson commanded could make no im­
pression whatever upon her, while one 
well directed shotfromthis monster would 
destroy the best of them. Such is the 
contrast. between the old and the new 
aud such has been the growth of the 
power of the British navy daring the 
present century.

The Church of the Epiphany at Port Said 
and Its Importance Shown by the Num­
ber of People Pnselng Through the Sues

The plan for building the church of the 

Epiphany at Port Said had its inception 
so long ago as the first months of 1883. 
Tlio building has just been finished, and 
is of the Oriental style of architecture, 
with domed roof and minarets, and has 
cost £3,200, exclusive of the site, which 
was a free gift and is estimated to be 
worth £3,000. The material is Maltese 
stone, concrete and brick. Except the 
doors and furniture there is no wood­
work in the building. Accommodation 
for 250 worshipers is provided.

The importance of a church at this 
place is shown by the fact that about 
250,000 people pass every year through 
the Suez canal, all of whom stop for a 
time at Port Said, and that nine-tenths of 
this number ore British, the greater part 
of whom are, of course, sea faring folk. 
A hospital in connection with the church 
has also beeh erected at à cost of £5,000, 
and an income of £2,000 a year has been 
secured for it by the payments of own­
ers of ships.

SOMETHING WORSE THAN DEATH.

Hippolyte slaughtered eighteen men who 
fell into his hands the other day, and re­
taliation for the terrible scenes in the mar 
ket-place have bean enacted. None of the 
inhabitants of Port-au-Prince expect the 
least mercy accorded them should Hip- 
poly te’s men ever force an entrance into 
the city. This thought has served to 
bring on a condition of mind little short 
of distraction, and it now needs but the 
sounding of an alarm to throw the whole 
population of Port-au-Prince into fever­
ish excitement. Despair has seized 
hold of many of the people, while others 
await the end with indifference. Severe 
fighting has taken place at La Coupe’ 
and in a marsh near the city, where 500 
of Hippolyte’s men gained a lodgment. 
All the houses and brush in front of the 
city have been burned by the opposing 
forces,and the country is probably ruined. 
On the 26th Hippolyte’s position was 
subjected to a general bombardment by 
the forts and men-of-war. Some of the 
shells when they exploded brought forth 
a series of yells from the marsh, the 
meaning of which there could be no mis­
take. Just before sunset Hippolyte 
ordered a charge on La Coupe. Legit- 
time’s men fled to the interior of the fort

Traitor Ellis, editor of the Globe, has 
returned to the congenial employment of 
sowing distrust between Canada and the 
mother country, and last evening he in­
formed his few readers that colonial in­
terests are no longer British interests 
unless they directly affect the 
commercial interests of England 

well as of the colony- 
According to this enemy ot Great Brit­
ain and Canada the British American 
colonies have less influence with the 
British government than they Lad im­
mediately after the war of 1812, In 
other words the Globe asks its 
readers to believe tlmt the 
people of Canada seventy five 
years ugb had more influence than the 

| five millions of Canada at the present 
day. It is hardly necessary to stigma­
tize this ridiculous statement as a false­
hood. There is not a particle of evidence 
t« justify or sustain it. There never was 
a time, in the history of the British Em­
pire, when the colonies were so influen­
tial as they are at present; there never 
was a time, in the history of Canada, 
when her influence with the British gov­
ernment was so great as now.

In the same article the Globe man ex­
presses the opinion that it would be an 
excellent thing if both France and Eng­
land “could see their way clear to 
withdraw entirely from their sovereignty 
in North America,allowing the portion un­
der the control of France*to pass underlie 
control of Canada, England withdrawing 
from the latter,and giving her complete in­
dependence.” As the British possessions 
in North America have an area of 
more than three millions of square miles, 
while those of France are confined to SL 
Pierre and Miquelon with an area of 81 
square miles the reader will readily see 
what a fine bargain this would be for 
Great Britain. It is, however, quite in 
accordance with the [record of Ellis as a 
disloyal man to make such a suggestion.

These two hid in 
the bush, and report that they saw their 
comrades shot down in cold blood to a 
man. All of the captives begged for 
mercy, and hurrahed for Hippolyte, but 
not oue of them was allowed to live. It 
looks as if the war is to be one of exter­
mination, for it means death to be cap­
tured by either party.

Hotel Clerk Tries the Death-by-Elee- 
tricity Treatment.

Buffalo, N. Y. Aug. 6.—At the Niagara 
House, Niagara Falls, one evening recent­
ly, Jacob Fetters, the clerk, sat down on 
a window-sill in the office and rested his 
band on a small iron box used as a cut­
off of the incandescent light His right 
hand came in contact with a 
steam pipe. A blinding flash 
occurred illuminating his whole 
body. A man present sprang to the res­
cue, and with a superhuman effort pull­
ed Mr. Fetter away. He dropped to the 
floor, and his shrieks caused a crowd to 
collect, among whom was a doctor, who 
undertook to restore the man to conscious­
ness. Another doctor was summoned, 
and in a short time Fetter recovered. 
His hair was cut off where his head had 
come in contact with the box, and 
large and dpep bole was formed in his 
scalp. The hand* which had rested on 
the steam pipe was blistered. When 
Mr. Fetter regained consciousness he 
asked what had happened , saying he 
felt no pain, He only complained of the 
burn on his hand, and was not aware of 
the injury to his head. It is thought 
impossible that he will recover.
