CANDIAN RAILROADS AND NEW ENGLAND 
INTERESTS-

The recommendations of Senator 
Cullom’s report with regard to placing 
obstacles in the way of Canadian rail­
roads doing business in the United 
States are not likely to be put into force 
without a vigorous protest on the part of 
the people of New England. Senator 
Cullom desires that the Canadian rail­
roads which pass through portions of the 
United States shall be placed under the 
operation of the interstate commerce 
law, a measure of legislation which 
prevents any discrimination in freight 
rates, or any preference, requiring the 
same rate, pro rata to be charged on all 
distances long or short In regard to 
this proposal the Boston Advertiser, a 
Republican paper of the utmost re­
spectability says:—

New England has now 
adverse legislation which she can suc­
cessfully endure. If the project to put 
the Canadian railroads transporting 
freight between the West and New Eng­
land under the interstate law is success­
ful, nothing will be left to this section of 
the country of advantage, and the toad 
of unjust freight discriminations now im­
posed upon New England by the rail­
roads between here and Chicago will re­
main. This toad is grievous, unjust and 
indefensible. The attention of the inter­
state commerce commissioners has been 
called to it. They admit that tbe 
evil exists, but nothing is done, and the 
interstate law is being used today in de­
fiance of what is just and right to benefit 
the export and trading facilities of New 
York city at the expense of New Eng­
land. Now, if our only resource of un­
impeded freight traffic through the' 
Canadas is cut off, Boston and New Eng­
land will be unalterably saddled with 
the extra freight charged between here 
and the West now exacted by the roads 
lying wholly within the limits of this 
country. This is an important 
subject, and deserving of all at­
tention. If the interstate law is 
extended so as to purposely hamper 
the Canadian roads in the handling of 
our traffic, it will prove what the wisest 
man in New England predicted would 
be the case, the greatest obstacle which 
has ever been placed in the path of New 
England’s progress. The New England 
men in congress should be on the alert to 
defeat Senator Cullom’s railroad plan for 
the benefit of the railroads between New 
York and Chicago at the expense of New 
England.

The Canadian railways are fortunate in 
having such powerful assistants in the 
work of preventing legislation hostile to 
them, as the people of New England. 
The six New England states send twelve 
senators and twenty-six representatives 
to congress and it is to be presumed that 
they would vote solidly against any pro­
posal injurious to New England interests, 
such as the proposed measures against 
Canadian railways.

DISALLOWANCE-

Disallowance is a word which has an 
unpleasant sound to the people 
ada and if it be true that the Canadian 
Copyright Act has been disallowed by 
the Imperial government a painlul im­
pression will be produced in Canada, for 
it will be thought that they are willing 
to sacrifice the interests of the Canadian 
people for the purpose of conciliating a 
a few British publishers. As .the law 
now stands the Canadian publisher is 
hemmed in on one side by the British 
publisher and on the other by the 
American pirate. He may not repub­
lish a British book, except under the 
most onerous

see^ the Canadian 
flooded with such works which have 
been repinted in the United States 
and come into our market paying a no­
minal rate of duty. It was thought that 
the copyright act, which has been dis­
allowed, would be a reasonable and just 
solution of this difficulty, as it would 
place the publishers of Canada 
equal footing with their rivals in the 
United States. But a great outcry was 
raised by the British publishers and it 
would seem that the advisers of her 
Majesty have listened to them and not to 
the Minister of Justice, who most ably 
represented the case on behalf of Canada. 
This is unfortunate, because such an oc. 
currence as the disallowance of an act 
manifestly just and fair, is calculated to 
raise unpleasant feelings. It virtually 
places the opinion of an English law 
officer of the crown who may be wholly 
unfitted for his position, and who may 
be a bigoted, ignorant partizan, above 
the parliament of Canada. We are well 
assured that neither the English Attor­
ney General, Sir Richard Webster, nor 
the Solicitor General, Sir Edward Clarke, 
is as competent to decide this matter as 
Sir John Thompson, yet they are able to 
exercise a power of disallowance, which 
nullifies the authority of the parliament 
of Canada. If the power of disallowance is 
to be freely exercised with regard to 
Canadian acts of Parliament it will be 
necessary for our government to take 
some action with a view to having this 
power confined within reasonable limits. 
The British parliament cannot legislate 
for ns in Canada, nor can our legislature 
be controlled by a couple of English law 
yers, who seem disposed to treat this 
great Dominion with as little respect as 
they would the smallest island in the 
West Indies.

THE LANSDOWNE COLLISION- 1886?
Sir John Macdonald answered that he 

could not without time to enquire, give

The collision in the harbor yesterday 
between the Lansdowne and the schoon­
er Blanche is a matter which will de­
mand the strictest investigation on the 
part of the government. The fact that 
on a clear afternoon such an event could 
take place in the harbor of SL John is of 
itself sufficient cause for investigation 
and inquiry. Those who witnessed the 
collision, persons in whom The Gazette 
has the utmost confidence, assert that it 
was wholly due to the carelessness of 
Capt. Dakin, or whoever was in charge 
of the Lansdowne at the time the 
event took place. The Lansdowne, as 
she hauled out from the wharf at 3 p.

into the stream, there was not the slight­
est necessity for her to cross the bows of 
any vessel, because there was a clear ; 
passage for her straight out to sea. The 
tide was high and there was abundance 
of water, not only over the America rock, 
but over the foul ground for a vessel of 
the size of the Lansdowne, so that it was 
altogether superfluous for her to haul 
over to the Carleton side and attempt to 
cross the bows of the schooner Blanche, 
which was the cause of the collision.

The Sun this morning, in an article, 
which was, no doubt, inspired by Captain 
Dakin, attempts to show that the cap­
tain did not know the current was so 
strong as it was, that he found the 
vessel not under his control and that it 
was to avoid a collision that he attempt­
ed to cross the bows of the Blanche. But 
these excuses will not avail. There was 
no^ifficulty whatever in any person judg­
ing the strength of the freshet yesterday, 
because the day was clear, and the swift­
ness with which passing objects were go­
ing out of the harbor could be easily seen. 
Neither Captain Dakin nor any one else 
can pretend for a moment that there was 
not room for the Lansdowne to pass on 
the eastern side of the Blanche, and 
all eye witnesses could see that until the 
foolish attempt to cross that vessel’s bow 
was made the Lansdowne’s bow was 
pointed straight out of the harbor.

If a captain in the merchant marine of 
Canada commits an error, however trifl­
ing, in the darkest night in the worst 
storm of the season, and after he has 
been on the watch for perhaps two or 
three days over his vessel, which results 
in disaster, he is either dismissed his 
ship or has his certificate suspended. 
But here was a case in which the whole 
affair occurred in broad day-light at a 
time when neither the captain nor the 
crew of the Lansdowne ought to have 
been in an unfit condition to 
discharge their duties, and therefore 
in such a case the punishment inflicted 
upon thoee responsible for the accident
