Messrs Henry Clews & Co have com-
piled a statement of the grain crops of
the United States in 1890 and 1891 which
shows that the area in wheat, corn, oats,
rye and barley was 9,584,000 acres
larger in the latter than in the previ-
ous year, while the increase in
the number of bushels of those
cereals that were harvested was 1,031,-
822,800. There was a decrease in the

increase in the yield of 94 bushels per
acre, 80 that the total increase in the
production was 234,938,800 bushels. The

HARPING ON THE DEBT OF CANADA.

The Telegraph and other opposition
newspapers appear to take a great deal
of satisfaction in publishing articles
on the debt of Canada, for the pur-
pose of proving that Canada is so
hopelessly involved as to be well
nigh ruined. It appears to us that in
thus making a feature of what it consid-
ers to be the misfortanes of the domin-
ion the opposition press .is acting most
unwisely. If a man is in difficulties it is
no satisfaction to be told of them every
day and every hour, and the readers
of the Telegraph must turn irom
its pages with disgust when they
see day after * day and  week
after week, that it harps upon this same
string, telling them that the conntry is
going to the dogs, and that we are all
hopelessly ruined. As a matter of fact
there is nothing in the condition of the
debt of Canada . to cause any one. the
slightest anxiety. On the 30th of June,
1890, the net debt of Canada in round
numbers was $237,583,000. Since then
there has been no material change in
the debt of the country; which stands at
about the same figure that it dida year
ago. The last statementshows that
the net debt on i\ 30th Sept., 1891, was,
$237,797,000. Tie arnnual charge
arisinpg from the debt of Can-
ada, and the charges of
management amounted to about $8,800,-
000, a sum which seems so large to the
Telegraph, thatit is never weary of re-
curring to the subject. To thosé who
have been impressed by the lamentations
of the Telegraph we commend the con-
sideration of the case of New Zealand
which has not been, like Canada, govern-
ed by Sir. John A. Macdonald. New
Zealand has a population of some 600,000
or less than one eighth that of Canada,
Yet its public debt amounts to the res-
pectable sum of £37,162,891, or in round
numbers, $185,000,000, This, let it be re-
membered, is riot the gross, but the net
debt, and the annual charge
for interest and sinking fund amounts
to $9,450,000. Thus it will be seen that
the people of New Zealand who are only
one eighth as numerous as the people of
Canada, have almostas large a net pub-
lic debt, and pay a larger sum annually
for interest and sinking fund than we
do. New South Wales, with a population
numbering 1,100,000, or about one fifth
that of Canada,has a debt of £46,646,000
sterling,or in round numbers upwards of
$230,000,000. The annual charge on this
debt amounts to upwards of $9,000,000,
and is therefore larger than the annual
charge on the public debt of Canada,
Queensland has a population of 400,000,
or somewhat less than that
of the provinee of Nova  Scotia,
and it has a public debt
amounting to $140,000,000, which in-
volves an annual charge of upwards of
$5,000,000, or considerably more than
half of the annual charge onthe public
debt of Canada. This small colony with
about one twelfth of the population of
Canada pays more than one half as
much yearly on account of its public
debt. Bouth Australia has a population
of 300,000, or less than that of the
province of New Brunswick, and its
public debt is in round numbers
$100,000,000 with an annual charge of
a corresponding amount, Victoriahas a
population of 1,100,000 and its public
debt exceeds $200,000,000, involving an
annual charge of about $8,000,000 & year.
With one-fifth the population of Canada
it has almost as large a public
debt. These examples of the indebted-
ness of the Australian colonies as com-
pared to Canada ought to show the ab-
surdity of the lamentations which are in-
dulged in by the Telegraph and other
liberal papers in regard to our financial
condition: The Australian colonies have
expended large sums of money for the
purpose of developing their resources,
the largest item in therr pub-
lic debt being ¢" e sum expended in the
construction of 1 lways. The New Zeal-
and railways no™ give an annual profit
to the colony of about $1,750,000 a year
over their working expenses. When
this is deducted from the charges on ac-
count of the public debt, it will be
seen that New Zealand with its
small pouplation has to pay almost as
much as Canada for interest and sinking
fund. Tasmania has a population of about
130,000 equal to that of Prince Edward
Island, and its public debt amounts in
round numbers to $25,000,000. If the peo-
ple of Prince Edward Island had a public
debt of $25,000,000 they would hardly
think themselves as well off as they are
now as a part of the dominion of Canada.

These figures are worthy of being

inst 46,000,000 bushels in 1890, an in-
crease of 733,000,000 bushels, valued at
$491,100,000. This increase in the crops
of all of these grains per acre. for 1890,
is set down as follows; wheat, 3.09 bush
els; corn, 5.08; oats, 9.06 bushels; rye,
2.06 bushels and barley, 4.08 bushels. 1n
view of the failure of the crops in many
parts of Europe the abundant harvest
which has been gathered in America
will go far, not only towards the enrich-
ment of the coumtry, but to prevent
much suffering which otherwise would
ensue abroad. We have not the statist-
ics at hand but it is believed that the in-
crease in the harvest of Canada is as
large or larger than is reported in the
United States, and when the millions of
acres of grain land in the Northwest that
bhave never been brought under the
plow are converted into farms there
is no reason why our exports of grain
should not be much larger than those of
the United States for this or any previ-
ous year.

Mr. Garnean in a Corner.

Queskc, Oct. 18.—Yesterday’s session
of the royal commission was short but
one of great importance to the people
and disaster to the Mercier government,
who have been driven, apparently, to the
last ditch.

Hon. Mr Garneau, being cross-examin-
ed by Mr. Beique, swore positively that
before he had reported favorably to
council upon the Baie des Chaleur mat-
ter, he had, by means of Dun, Wiman &

What, therefore, was the position of the
witness and the whole clique when Mr.
Casgrain produced a telegram from Coo-
per to Mr. Garneau, giving the latter, for
the first time, the names of the men as-
sociated with him in the enterprise, and
that despatch was dated 27th April, six
days after the order in council was re-
quired. Tt was also discovered that
when the department produced the rec-
ord re Baie des Chaleurs they had with-
held the cover or index, and when the
latter was dragged outof them several
important documents were missing.

Result on Our Trade.

Orrawa, Oct. 18.—The following is a
memorandum of trade resulting from
the exhibit sent by Canada to the
Jamaica exhibition:

Flour—Several of our Canadian millers
are making shipments of flour, and the
through rate now to the British West In-
dies being the same as that via New
York, the objection of increased cost of
carriage is removed. The Canadian
flour kept for four months, and produced
the best bread that had ever been seen
in Jamaica. The commissioner took
over a baker from Canada with him and
a portable oven, and bread baked from
Canadian flour was baked and distribut-
ed to the visitors at the exhibition. Over
150,000pieces were distributed, the com-
missioner being aided in this through
the generosity of the millers who gave
the flour.

Cheese and butter—Better cheese or
butter was never seen on the island.
There is no doubt that the cheese and
butter trade will be Canada’s if shippers
simply look after it.

Bacon and hams—The same excellent
report may be said of these goods as of
butter and cheese. Messrs Fearman &
Co., of Hamilton, are sending regularly
their goods to Jamaica now, and allaris-
ing from the exhibit they sent to the ex-
hibition. J

Oatmeal and split peas gave great sat-
isfaction; and to the extent of the de-
mand we can get the trade.

Lumber—Already one considerable
shipment has been sent {by Mr. LeMay
of Montreal. Inasmuch as a great deal
of the lumber consumed in the West In-
dies comes from Canada through United
States dealers, the people of the island,
by means of this exhibition, have under
consideration the matter of direct ship-
ment from here. In general goods manu-
factured in Canada, it is surprising how
many articles have found asaleand a
ready market in Jamacia; and what

isfies Jamaica satisfies the whole of
the British West Indies.

Carriages—The exhibit of carriages 8o
captivated the people that the Ganano-
que Carriage Co. and other manufactur-
ers are large shippers of carriages, not
only to Jamaica but to the other islands.

Furniture and office furniture—All the
exhibits were sold, and very consider-
able orders are being sent forward for
more. Mr. Lordly of St. John, N. B., re-
mained in Jamaica as a local agent, and
established a permanent agency in con-
nection with the firm of A.J. Lordly &
Son, St. John.

Pianos and organs—The exhibits were
all sold, and considerable orders were
sent to Canada for more.

Ready made clothing—The exhibits
were all sold, and an unquestionable
trade can be done, the goods being made
of the textures required.

Halifax tweed and other light tex-
tures—There is an undoubted demand
for these, and the articles on exhibition
were eagerly bought.

Boots and shoes—The exhibits were
sold and orders sent for more.

Harness, trunks, etc.—There is a good
demand for properly made harness. A
large consignment of trunks has been
gent out to Jamaica since the exhibition
as a result of it.

Pressed tinware—A large demand and
Canada stood well. Orders have been
gent in considerable quantity to Canada.

Iron safes—All the exhlbits sold and
several repeat orders sent to Canada.

Scotch and cotton duck—A good field
for trade with good agents.

Locks and hinges—Orders have been
sent to Canada for supplies, and no doubt
this business could be largely increased.

Shovels, ploughs of a suitable kind, and
agricultural implements of suitable kind.
Business has been done on a pretty ex-
tensive scale with Canada since the ex-
hibition, and an increased demand may
be expected if the manufacturers will
take the trouble to make the articles to
suit the particular kind of cultivation.

Cooking stoves and ranges—aA good de-
mand.

Spirits—There was quite a large sale
for Canadian whiskies, and they took
the place of the imported Scotch and
Irish goods. The generosity of the ex-
hibitors of these articles from Canada,
in the distribution of samples, has laid
the basis of this trade.

Wall paper gave great satisfaction and
repeat orders were senf.

The aboye are simply & portion of the
many articles of Canadian production
for which a demand has arisen as an
outcome of the exhibition. There is no
doubt that the experiments which have
been made since the exhibition by ship-
ments of fruit as far west as Ontario will
result in large shipments by every
steamer.

The oranges, bananas, pineapples, etc.,
were justly regarded as among the best

in the world by the leading houses in
Canada, and arrangements have been
made for a regular receipt of fruit by the
Halifax steamers.

Coffee-~Shipments of coffee that were
induced by the commissioner to Canada
gave every satisfaction, and already
large orders have gone forward for more.
One of the leading planters in Kingston
informed the commissioner that he has
orders already for his whole output of
coffee, from Canada, and T may add that
as a result of the exhibition the people
of Jamaica have been aroused to the im-
portance of producing in considerable
