Capt. Wolley-was the first speaker. He
outlined the three planks of the Conser-
vative platform as expounded by him,
pamely, better terms, government owner-
ship of the transcontinental railway and
reform in the Yukon administration. In
other words, the platform of Capt. Wel-
ley is a triune criticism of the Laurier
administration on those three subjects.
He first took up the familiar air, “better
terms.”

He went at length in the act of union,
which he described as one of loyalty.
Nova Scotia made rank, bad terms and
demanded better ones, which were ob-
tained from a Conservative government.
This province had asked for a commis-
sion, and for three solid years had ve-
ceived no answer from Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Ralph Smith proposed that
they raise this question. above party con-
siderations—to present the demand on
behalf of the province as a whole, and
not ag Conservatives. This was exactly
what had been done.

Capt. Wolley asked that the Liberals
be turned out, because they had been
deaf to the demands of the people. If
the Liberals were returned the action of
the present government would be en-
dorsed. If the Conservatives were re-
turned throughout the Dominion, and a
Liberal was elected here, this constitu-
ency would place itself out of court and
would not receive a hearing. The Do-
minion was bleeding the province to such
an extent that it was impossible to man-
age itg affairs.

Capt. Wolley then went into aneient
‘history and guoted some extracts from
speeches delivered by Senator Tefople-
man and Dr. Milne in 1896, in which, he
claimed, these gentlemen then advdcated

fhe very same thing he advocated nows .

lHe unged the electors to vote for the

Conservative party, not only for the sake
of their own prosperity, their own pock-
ets, but for the sake of their children.

Capt. Wolley then turned his rhetoric
loose on the national transcontinental
railway. Would they have the railway
offered by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, nine-
tenths of which was to be paid for by
the people, which would be operated di-
rectly for the benefit of the States, or
Mr. Borden’s railway,' which would be
owned and operated by the people entire-
Iy, a road which would benefit the whole
of Canada, and which would not be a
sop for the voters of the East?

The railway as projected under the
Liberal administration would build up
an American town instead of a Canadian
one. Sir Charles Wilson had said that
the road would drain the grain from Can-
adian lands to fatten the other lines of
their system. Were they content that
a railway should draw Canada’s wealth
to énrich an alien territory?

The other night he had asked Mr.
Smith to give his estimate of the charaec-
ter of Mr. Borden, and after some fene-
ing he said that the Conservative leader
enjoyed the reputation throughout the
Dominion as a man of absolute integrity,
whose word would be accepted without
a douybt. Capt. Wolley asked that he be
returned to support such a man, but he
wanted it understood that he would be
no party slave, and would not give him

+ servile obedience.

There was another plank to this plat-
form, explained the captain. It did not
touch the pocket, like the other planks,
but it affected the country’s honor. This
was the maladministration of the affairs
of the Yukon. The curse of that north-
ern Canadian country was not Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, it was the actual leader of
the Liberal party, a man who went into
office a pauper, but who was now a bloat-
ed millionaire. How could any man
legitimately acquire so much wealth on
a salary of $7,000 a year in seven
years?

The speaker did not give the name of
this extraordinary ~man—the audience
expected it, but the information didn’t
come, ;

C. H. LUGRIN.

Mr. Lugrin explained the circum-
stances governing his presence ‘ at the
meeting. He had been challenged hy
Mr. Wolley to appear on the platform at
Saanichton and in the presence of Sir
Hibbert Tupper refute 'certain state-
ments contained in the latter’s manifesto.
He had accepted the challenge, but was
only allowed twenty minutes in which fo

| do it, and this by a gentleman (Capt.

Woolley) who professed himself to be a
lover of fair play!

Before starting out on his case, how-
ever, Mr. Lugrin remarked that the Col-
grossly misrepresented him
every time he had appeared on a plat-
form in this campaign, and he trusted
that the morning paper’s reporter present
would not ‘orget to repert that state-
ment. - Continuing, Mr. Lugrin said:

“My statement is, that in his manifesto
to the electors of British Columbia,
printed in the Vietoria Colonist on
October 12th, Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per stated that Col. Prior on April 30th,
1901, presented the demands of this prov-
ince for better terms, and- that Sir Wil-
frid Lauricr greeted Col. Prior’s presen-
tation with a flout and sneer,

“I assert that Col. Pricr did not on
April 30th, 1901, or at any time, present
to parliament any claim whatever for
better terms, and that $Sir Wilfrid
Laurier did not greet Col. Prior’s presen-
tation with a flout and jeer.

“I admit that on the occasion referred
to Col. Prior did present certain matters
relating to British Columbia for the con-
sideration of the government, but I as-
sert that Sir Wilfrid Leurier gave them
respectful consideration in his reply to
Col. Prior, and that the greivances of
which Col. Pricr complained have been
remedied, and the claims which he made
on behalf of the province have with a
few minor exceptions been recognized
and met.”

Now, continued Mr. Lugrin, what was
the meaning of better terms? It meant
a reconsideration of the financial rela-
tions befween the Dominion government
and the province, and not appropriations
of money from year to year: He then
read from Sir Hibbert’s manifesto:

“On the question of better terms, dele-
gation after delegation has gone to Ot-
tawa without results. Commissions have
been appointed to placate #nd delude. thié
workingnten on all sorts of subjects;but
Mo enquiry,, departmental " or .othetwise;

has been even promised into our financial
relations and conditions.

“In 1900 (July 7Tth) Colonel Prior call-
ed attention of parliament fo British
Columbia grievances, showing the rev-
enue received and the comparatively
small amotint paid back. He quoted the
British Columbia Board of Trade,
March, 1900, to the same effect. No at-
tention was paid to his appeal by the
Prime- Minister.

Again, 1901, on April 30th, Colonel
Prior went fully into the grievances of
British Columbia and concluded as fol-
lows:

“““I think we have about got to the end
of our tether in the exercise of patience.
If this government will do justice to Bri-
tish Columwuia in the manner I have indi-
cated the government will find that they
will be creating in that Pacific province
a vast market for the products of East
ern Canada, and they will not have a
more loyal and hard-working population
in all Canada, than they will have in
British Columbia.’

“Four government supporters from
British Columbia sat silent, and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to this appeal said:
“The grievances referred to are not so
very serious after all.” I quote also Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s flout and jeer on the
floor, of the Commons, April 30th, 1901.”

This was the main complaint, ‘“that
the demands made by Col. Prior in April,
1901, were met by Sir Wilfrid Laurier
with a ‘flout and a jeer.””

In refutation of that statement Mr.
Lugrin then read from Hansard Sir Wil-
frid’s reply proving to the satisfaction of
all present that instead of receiving any
presentation by Col. Prior with a “flout
and a jeer” the Premier gave it the most
courteous consideration, Sir Hibbert
Tupper was before the people of this
province alleging that Col, Prior in 1901
presented to parliament a claim for bet-
ter terms. In emphatic terms the speaker
asserted and challenged, contradietion
from Sir Hibbert Tupper, that from be-
ginning to the end of Col. Prior's speech,
either directly or indirectly .no allusion
was made {o the financial relations be-
twe2n the Dominion government and this
province, and Sir Hibbert Tupper dared
not assert that there was.

Col. Prior asked that certain matters
be remedied. These were as follows:
That the head _tax on Mongolians be in-
creased to $500; that more subsidies be
granted to railways in this provinee; that
the halibut banks he surveyed; that the
control of the fisheries be surrendered by
the Dominion to the province; that a
bounty on lead be granted; that a bounty
be given shipbuilding; that an assay
office be establisied. Col. Prior further
pointed out that this province contribut-
ed to the Dominion exchequer more than
the other provinces.

Instead of treating these matters in' the
manner described by Sir Hibbert Tup-
per, Sir Wilfrid replied as follows: That
the Chinese question was being investi-
gated by a commission, and as soon as a
report was received action would be
taken; that the demand of the province
for a larger proportion of the head tax
was worthy of consideration; that the
demand for railway subsidies had his
sympathy; that the request for a bonus
for shipbuilding was a matter which
affected Canada as a whole, and would
require weighty consideration; that the
surrender of the control of the fisheries to
the province would be a violation of the
British North America Act, a legal pro-
position nobody could dispute. Mr.
Lugrin quoted Sir Wilfrid’s exact words
regarding the matter of financial contri-
butions, expressing the intention of deal-
ing with this question whern the general
readjustment of the relations between the
Dominion government and provinces was
considered.

Now what had been done? British
Columbia’s proportion of the Chinese
head tax had been increased from
twenty-five to seventy-five per cent., and
he had it on the authority of Mr. Riley
that in two years'this amount was nearly
$500,000, whiech had been paid into the
provincial treasury.

The head tax had been increased to
$500, and Chinese immigration was prac-
tically prohibited. Subsidies had been
granted to essigt Briish Celumbia rail-
ways. namely, the Island railroad, the
projected line from Spcnce’s Bridge to
Nicola, the Midway .& Verpon, the
Kootenay Central, the Lardeau railway,
and as soon as ii was definitely determin-
ed which company was to build the Coast
Kootenay line, this also wovld be assist-
ed. The Ashercit, Cariboo and Kitimaat
lines had not been assisted in- this way,
it was true, but instead the government
had provided for the Natiomal Transcon-
tinental railroad, which would -open up
the same country that these would pass
through.

More and larger hatcheries had been
provided for in ihe 1904 estimates; while
fish trap licenses had already been grant-
ed, and traps were already established.
A bounty on lead was asked for, and it
was granted. An assay office was in
operation in Vancouver, while for a
couple of years an appropriation was
 made to provide for the assay of gold in
the government assay office. With the
exception of the bonus on shipbuilding,
the restriction of Japanese immigration
and the survey of the halibut banks,
there was not a thing that Col. Prior
asked for that was not granted. All the
foregoing was a matter of record; any
one was at libery to look it up in Han-
sard for himself.

Mr. Lugrir said that when he stated
that Col. Prior did not presert the case
for botter terms for British Columbia in
1901, he stated what was true; that when
he asserted that Sir Wilfrid Laurier did
not receive the matters brought to his at-
tention with a *“flovt and a jeer,” he
stated what was true, and further it was
true {hat with few exceptions Sir Wil-
frid Laurier granted all that was sought.

Sir Hibbert Tupper had stated that
under Mr, Borden’s plan the “People’s
Railway” construction would be com-
menced simultaneously at both ends, and
have both termini on Capadian soil. But
Mr. Borden in his letter said that the
road would be commenced as soon as the
surveys were completed. Hverybody was
agvare that surveys would be more rapid-
Iy conducted on the open prairies than
in the mountains, and it was an assured
fact, according to this, therefore, that the
construction would start from Winnipeg
or some other point in that vieinity.
Anyone who contended differently must
be entirely ignorant of the geography of
the country. Capt. Wolley gaid  the
| Grand Ttank Pacific would commence at
. the ¢astern end. ¥o¥. this .statemrent
“Capt. Wolley had ghsolutely no wareant

whatever, for he knew no more about
the plans of the Grand Trunk people
than the smallest of the small boys in
the audience.

Charles M. Hays had explained how
essential it was to have the work begin
at both ends, and Mr. Wolley’s statement
just quoted was such as to prove that he
either wasn’t competent to eriticise the
contract or he spok€ what he knew to be
untrue. How Sir Hibbert Tupper could
state that the Atlantic terminus of the
Grand Trunk Pacific would be at Port-
land, Maine, the speaker was at a loss
to understand unless it was owing to the
pressure of professional duties that he
was prevented from familiarizing him-
self with the matter and the geography
of the country. Mr. Borden, in a speech
at Duneville, on October Tth, had stated
that he would permit the Grand Trunk to
operate its trains on the road he pro-
posed to build if elected. Where, the
speaker asked, was the terminus of the
Grand Trunk? Why, at Portland,
Mhuine, and this was a marked contrast
to the statement of Sir Hibbert Tupper
that the road proposed by the Conserva-
tives would have both its termini on
Canadian soil.

At this juncture the chairman intimat-
‘ed to Mr. Lugrin that his time had ex-
pired, but in response to cries of “go on,
go on,” from the crowd, he continued.
He outlined the first scheme originated
by the Grand Trunk railway, which was
refused by the Laurier government for
several reasons Mr. Lugrin enumerated,
among which was the request for a land
subsidy, to which the Liberal government
was strongly opposed. Sir Wilfrid
had added furthermore that the govern-
ment would not under any ciremmstances
assist in the construction of a transcon-
tinental line which would have its Atlan-
tic terminus in.the United States. The
result was the present project, which
provides for a railway from Moncton,
N. B., in the East, whence connection is
provided by way of the Intercolonial to
St. John and Halifax, to the Pacific
Coast of British Columbia, every mile of
the line being upon Canadian territory,
and both its termini being in the Domin-
ion,

Mr, Lugrin also read the clause in the
contract requiring that freight unless
otherwise routed had to be carried over
an all-Canadian route to a Canadian
port.

At this stage the speaker was subject-
ed to a number of interruptions from the
embarrassed Tories in the eudience, in-
cluding the faithful contingent from
town, which feared that no opportunity
for a demonstration of its vigor would
arise. Mr. Lugrin defied such a clique fo
put him down, and the clique gave it up.
In conclusion he challenged Capt. Wol-
ley or a representative to debate the mat-
ters at issue with him on any platform
in the city. He would agree that Mr.
Wolley or his represenlative should have
all the time he wanted to talk, and
would have the privilege of a reply. This
challenge was received with applause,
but it was not accepted. Mr. Lugrin
also reminded the meeting that the
gentleman Mr. Wolley had so violently
attacked (Mr. Smith) would address a
meeting in {he same place to-morrow
night (this evening), and he urged them
all to be present.

SIR C. HIBBERT TUPPER.

Sir Hibbert Tupper made a' lengthy re-
ply to Mr. Lugrin. He indulged his pro-
pensity for sarcasm and invective to its
maximum capacity, but was unable to
get away from the facts that had been
presented before him. He satisfied him-
self for a great part of his remarks with
attempting to ridicule Mr. Lugrin in the
eyes of the meeting, and thus smother the
issues. Furthermore $Sir Hibbert was
plainly very much annoyed. It is not
libellous to say that he was real down-
right angry, and deeply resented being
exposed as one who had been misrepre-
senting matters of importance. He
charged Mr. Lugrin with insulting him
in the statement that he had not statfed
facts, and then went on to say that he
would not withdraw one sentence or
word of what he had written.

He repeated that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
had received Col. Prior’s demands with
a “flout and a jeer, ‘because he was
present and heard the laughter which the
Premier’s clever use of words provoked.
It was a cruel jeer and an unfair jibe
when it was remembered that since 1896
the government of Canada had taken out
of this province $14,000,000 more than
the province had received from the Dom-
inion, and the action of 8ir Wilfrid
Laurier was adding insult to injury,

Sir Hibbert again paid his respects to
Mr. Lugrir for charging nim with using
mwisstatements, and said that such a
charge was .a contemptible one. He
made some of his characteristic allusions
to Mr. Lugrin’s connection with the Col-
onist, and quoted from an issue of that
paper in 1899, in which the writer wrote
strongly in favor of better terms. But
the injury was greater now than then,
anrd the Couservatives were asking how
long this province should suffer as it had.
His statements that the National Trans-
confinental 10ad proposed by the Conser-
vatives weunld bave both its termini in
Canada, while the Atlantie terminus of
the Laurier-Grand Trunk line would be
on alien soil were matters of his opinion
on the effect_of the contract, and yet he
was charged with misleading the people.

He firmly believed that there was noth-
ing in the Grand Trunk Pacific contract
to prevent the Grand Trunk Railway
Company from doing what any enterpris-
ing rcad in its position would do, namely,
to build up Portland, its present Atlantic
terminus, at the expense of Canada, and
it would pick up all the freight it could
gather in Canada and convey to alien
territory. Mr. Lugrin was very parti-
cular about facts, but he refrained from
saying that the Grand Trunk railway
was not bound by the contract. Not at
all; it was the paper company, the Grand
Trunk Pacific that was held in the
agreement. The Grand Trunk Company
had gobbled up all the common stock, and
had the paper company in the hollow of
their hand. Sir Hibbert then referred to
the manner in which Mr. Blair, the great
railway expert, was ignored in the nego-
tiations, and alluded to the way in which
the project was placed before the Grand
Trunk directors, very much along the
lines of his speech in the A, O. U. W.
hall. He then went at length into the
railway question, employing the stock
arguments of his party, all of which are
contained in the speech deliveréd by him

in the A. O. U, W. hall,
He devoted some attentlion to the assur-

anee given by Mr. Hays to-Sénator Temple-

man:regarding the starting of constfuction:

from the Pacific, and asked why, If the
company found it necessary to begin their
road in this way, they were not willing to
have a clause to that effect included in
the contract. That letter of Mr. Hays's
was not intended to be more than a blind.
In it the writer said the surveys had mnot
been completed, while he told the share-
holders of the Grand Trunk railway in the
Old Country that $2,000,000 had been ex-
pended in surveys in the mountain section.

Sir, Hibbert wound up his remarks with
his usual criticism of the Liberal poliey
generally, He denied that the Laurier
government was responsible for the pros-
perity of the country and attempted to ex-
plain the extraordinary coineidence of the
arrival of good times in the country im-
mediately upon the vacation of his own
party from office. He said that prosperity
was world wide and not peculiar to Can-
ada.

As soon as Sir Hibbert concluded his re-
marks he started off for town accompanied
by Mr. Cowan, being desirous of catching
the boat for Vancouver.

Capt. Wolley -brought the meeting to a
conclusion in a very singular way. After
explaining that he was unable to accept
Mr. Lugrin’s challenge because he was too
busy campaigning in his own constituency,
he said he wanted to ask Mr. Lugrin a ques-
tion, It was, had he (Mr, Lugrin) always
been a loyal citizen of Canada. Mr. Lugrin
arose to reply, but before he could do so
Capt. Wolley called for three cheers for the
King, thus drowning Mr. Lugrin's voice.
Thereupon the latter, pointing his finger
at the Conservative candidate, twice ex-
claimed: “You are a coward.” Capt. Wol-
ley’s reply was inaudible if he made one.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Challenges His Op-
ponents to Make Public Their
Threatened Revelations.

Fredericton, N.B., Oct. 25.—Among
the Conservatives active in the campaign
in the candidature of Aliex. Gibson, jr.,
Liberal standard-bearer in York, are
James 8. Neill, a leading hardware mer-
chant of this city; Mayor John Palmer,
owner of two big tanneries and the big-
gest employer of labor in the city; John
Kiburn, president of a boot and shoe fac-
tory and a leading lumberman, and Al-
derman Scott and his brother W. J.
Scott, of the Secott Lumber Co., em-
ploying 500 men. All these gentlemen
have signed Mr. Gibson’s nomination
papers and are taking a hand in his
campaign.

SEAFARERS AND THE G. T. P.

Men Engaged in' Maritime Pursuits a
Unit.in Favor of the Scheme.

Desiring to ascertain to what extent
the policy of the government in reference
to the construction of,the proposed Grand
IT'runk Pacific railway was endorsed by
the maritime profession on this coast, a
representative from this paper called
upon J. J, Martin, secretary-treasurer of
the Merchant Service Guild, for the pur-
pose of eliciting from him such informa-
tion as he might be able or willing to im-
part as to the attitude of the profession
upon the subject.

Mr. Martin said that since the question
was a pivotal one in the present political
eampaign and since the discussion of
party politics was tabooed in the councils
of the guild, he was not free to express
an opinion officially upon the subject. In
a personal capacity, however, and view-
ing the question solely as a matter of
publie policy, in which the maritime pro-
fesslon was directly Interested, he
thought that no intelligent man who
made his living either as a navigator,
marine engineer, seamdn, fireman or long-
shoreman, would be so blind to his own
inferests as to cast his ballot in such
manner as to-jeapardize the consumma-
tion of an object so manifestly beneficial
to himself. The extension of the Grand
Trunk Pacific to this coast, he said,
would undoubtedly require the addition
of several steamers to the coasting trade.
These vessels would require properly
qualified masters and officers having a
knowledge of the coast, and, as well, ex-
perienced crews, while the fact that con-
struction was to commence from this end |
would make the -beénefit felt directly the
work was entered upon. There was, in
his opinion, no branch of industry that
the commencement of the building of
this road would affect more directly and
advantageously than ' those engageq in
maritime pursuits. He believed these
facts were pretty well understood among
the fraternity, hence the railroad policy
of the administration would be likely to
receive a hearty support from the ses-
farer in the coming election,
