CHATHAM METHODIST CEURCE.

TAKING LEAVE OF THE OLD SANCTUARY.

THE SERVICE LAST SUNDAY EVENING AND
SERMON BY REV. DR. PICKARD.

Sunday last closed a more tham half-
century period in the history of Metho-
dism in Chatham, and Sunday next is to
open anew one under bright auspicea.
The old church, at the corner of Dule and
Henderson Streets had, on Suaday last,
its closing services, and the new edifice on
Wellington Street will, on Sunday next
be opened with appropriate observances.
There was the usnal service last Sunday
forenoon at eleven, coniucted by the
pastor, Rev. Rev. F. W. Harrison. Rev.
Dr. Pickard preaching from Hebrews’
XII. 25— ;
‘‘See that ye refase not him that speaketh;
Forif t.ey escaped not who refused him thug
spake on earth, much more shall not we escap#

i* we turn away from him that speaketh from’
heaven.”

In the evening, the service was con-
ducted by Rev. Dr. Pickard and was
opened with the hymn

* O God of Beihel by whose hand
Thy people s ill are led—"’

A prayer appropriate to the occasion
was offered by Dr. Pickard, followed by
the hymn-—

“‘Let everlasting glories crcwn—""
The sermon by Rev. Dr. Pickard was

rom Exodus xx. part of the 24 verse.

“In all places where [ record my mame'l will
ome unto thiee anu I will bless thee.”

He sa'd it was proper and fitting and
would, no doubt, preve profitable tor
those who, under God’s guidaunce, had
been brought to an importamt period of
their history, lo review the coarse along
which they had come and to reJect upon
its Jessons as bein-s who were not to live
he e always, but were destined to live
eterna'ly elsewhere. The text cavried
the mind back to the people and the cir-
cumstances to whom and under which it
was spoken. -The children of Israel were
just delivered from their bondizre ia
Ezypt, from which they had escaped. Be-
hind them was the Red Sea which coverad
their oppressors; yet, although delivered,
the outlook was not a bright or pleasing
one, save inso far as they could grasp
God’s promises. The wilderness, with all
it3 gloem, uncertainty and desolation was
just befere them and they well might have
faltered but for God’s promise to strength-
en them, and it was under these circuiu-
stances that their leader, Moses, addressed
them in reference to God’s plans. They
had had overwhelming impressions of
God’s omnipotence.  They had seen the
lizh*nings and clouds of Sinai, but would
this God continue to care for and watch
over them? Moses, however, delivered
God’s law and commandments to th:m
and God also gave them this unqualifiedy
promise—*“In all praces where I record
my name 1 will come unto thee and I will
bless thee.”

Now, that God does so record his name,
nd that his promises of that time have
een renewed was abundantly manifest. In
he 29thjchapter of Exodus it is recorded—
This sha!l be a continual burns-offering
hroughout your generations at the
oor of the tabernacle of the con-
regation of the Lord, where I will
eet you to speak there unto thee. And
here I will meet with the children of
srael, and the tabernacle shall be sancti-
ed bymy glory. And I will samctify
he taberpacle of the eongregation” and
he altar : I will sanctify also both Aaron
nd his sons to minister to me in the
priest’s office. And I will dwell among
the children of Israel and be their God.
And they shall know that I am the Lord
their God that brought them foith out of
the Jand of Egzypt, that I may dwell
among them : I 2m the Lord their God.”
—end in the last chapter of the ~ame book
there is a siriking fulfilment of thesa
promises of Ged, for we read that “‘the
glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle.
And Moses was not able to enter into the
tent of the congregation because the cloud
abode thereon and the glory of the Lord
filled the tabernacle, and when the cloud
was taken up from over the tabernacle,the
children of Iscael went onward in all their
journeys : but if the cloud were not taken
up, they jouraeyed net untilthe day that
1t was taken up. For the cloud of the
Lord was upon the tabernacle by day, and
fire was on it by nizht in the sight of all
the house of Israel, throughout all their
journeys.” And, again, on the occasion
of tbe dedication of the temple by
Solomon there was a striking illustration
of the fultilmertt of God's promise, by vcu-
laz demonstration, as recorded in 1I
Chronicles, the 7th chapter and first three
verses—‘‘Now when Solomon had made
an end of praving, the fire came down
from heaven aud consumed the burnt-
offerinz, and the sacrifices ; and the glory
oi the Lord filled the house. And the
priest« could not enter into the house of
the Lord because the glory of the Lord
had filled the Lord’s house. And when
all the children of Israel caw how the fire
came down, and the glory of the Lord
upon the house, they bowed
with their faces to the ground upon the
pavement, and worshipped and praised the
Lord, saying, for he is good, for his mercy
endureth forever.” Again, the Lord ap-
peared and made special promises to
Solomon by night, and also later in the
history of his people, on the day of Pente-
cost, when there appeared uito the Apos,
tles and those with them cloven tongues
asof fireand they were filled with the
Holy Ghost.
