The witnesses tiled from the cham­

ber, many of them visibly affected and 
the body, which live minutes before 
had been full of life and vlffor, was 
taken from the chair and laid on the 
operating table.

When the body of Ciolgosi had been 
removed from the room where he was 
killed to the autopsy table. Auburn 
Prison returned to the routine of it's 
ordinary life. The prisoners who had 
been kept locked in their cells, were 
released at 7.45 o'clock and prison work 
was resumed at once. There was no 
excitement among the convicts and no 
unusual scene about the prison. A 
crowd that numbered scarcely a hun­
dred, stood around the prison gâte to ' 
watch the witnesses enter and wait 
until they re-appeared. The witnesses 
dispersed quickly, some of them leav­
ing for their homes.
