This time, we know 
what will happen. The United States 
Is not hampered by tradition in dealing 
with Turkey and will not be reduced 
to nerveless Indecision by consideration 
of Austrian or Russian susceptibilities."

I determined to remove a segment of 
the common carotid, together with the 
entire external and Internal carotids.
'This was done, the various branches 
of these arteries ligated and the blood 
was sent up the vertebral artery to 
the base of the brain, making that 
channel do the work of those I had re­
moved.
