found anywhere in the world. The per-
formance of Kerr of the Hamilton Y.
M. C.’A. at Toronto last Saturday bears
this out. Kerr in the Irish-Canadian
games ran the 100 yards in 9 4-5 seconds,
thus equalling the world’s record, as
Duffy’s record, a fifth of a second fast-
er, has been disallowed.

Mellody has been in the distance run-

Mellody himself during his thirteen
years’ experience has raced practical-
ly all over Ontario. His luck has been
varied. In his last twenty-six races he
obtained three firsts, sixteen seconds
and four thirds. He has amassed a
large collection of trophies, among
which is a. handsome gold watch won
in a ten mile race in the snow on New
Year's Day, 1904 His last race was
on Labor Day, 1936, the date on which
Longboat ran his first race at Burling-
ton, ten miles from Hamilton. Mel-
lody holds a record of 155 for nineteen
miles.

Concerning his present occupation as
a singer he laughingly said, “I was
loafing once for two or three months,
and to keep out of mischief took sing-
ing lessons, never dreaming ‘that I
would one day be earning my
as a singer.”
