Lord Cromer Proposes to Limit Operation
to Seven Years

LONDON, July 30.—The House of
Tords has taken an important step

} regarding the Old Age Pension Bill,

and ope which will bring them into
direet and violent conflict not only
with the majority in the House of
Commons, hut with the Socialists and
Laborites throughout the country.
When the Upper House reluctantly
passed the bill on its second reading
some days ago, it was not foreseen
that the peers intended to amend it in
committes. Nevertheless, it was ' dis-
covered last night that seven pages
of amendments to the Old Age Pen-
sion Bill will be introduced. The first
will be submitted by Lord Cromer, lim-
iting the operation of the bill to seven
years except that pensions granted
.during,the seven years would be con-
tinued. Apart from this provision the
whole pension scheme will, according
to the amendment, expire on December
21, 1915.

The Lord Chancellor warned the
‘peers that they were interfering with
a money bill, and said the amendments
would certainly be regarded as a
breach of the privileges of the House
of Comxmons-’ >

Lord Rosebery reiterated his con-
demnatidn: 6f the Socialism of the bill
He dwelt upon the increasing burden
of taxation to which would inevitably
be added shortly provision for aerial
armaments.

Lord Cromer in formally moving his
Unionist party in the House of Lords,
was unperturbed by the Lord Chancel-
lor's warning. He said it was a mat-
ter of opinion how far the House of
le;ords was entitled to amend a meney

Lord Cromer in formally moving his
amendment, pointed out that it only
killed the present bill after seven
years.

BRITISHERS

In Regard to Affairs
of the Colonies

Chief of Clan Fraser Talks
on Inter-Imperial
Relations,

HALIFAX, July 80.—Lord Lovat,
chief of Clan Fraser, was the muest of
honor at the Canadian Club luncheon
today and delivered an exceedingly in-
teresting address on inter-imperial re-
lations. He emphasized the need of
more frequent intercourse betweenr” the
peoples of the various parts.of the
Empire, and lamented the ignorance of
the Britishers of colonial affairs, and
humorously suggested that instead of
paying members of parliament the Im-
perial government should give them a
free trip around the Empire. He urged
the improvement of inter-Imperial
communications and declared amid ap-
plause that fiothing proposed in recent
years has commended itself to the
British public like the All Red line.
Its value is great to the Briton at home

in enabling him by travel to get a real- |

lization of the rea! values of things,
and it also affords a magnificent oppor-
tunity to colonials to see other rarts’
of the King’s dominions, to realfze the
immensity of the Empire and complex-
ity of ite interests, He would like to
se¢ other links connecting Britons at
home and overseas more closely bound.

Dealing with the army, Lord Lovat
said that when the Imperial headquar-
ters staff was formed and got in touch
with the members of the last colonial
conference, it was a great step for-
ward. With her immense stretch of
sea and land communications to guard,
Britain is in a much different position,
and it is only by having the co-opera-
tion of the various colonies that the
headquarters staff can secure the hest
results. His lordship would like to see
more interchange of officers, he would
like to see more colonials in the colon-
fal office.

“My idea of the future of the Em-
pire,” said Lord Lovat, “is the biggest
company the world has ever seen, with
stock divided up among groups, each
group having its own stock at its own
dispokal, with liability on each  group
to manage its own affairs and unlimit-
ed liability for the defense of the whole
company; to have a foreign policy lim-
ited to the amount of interest of the
members and to do everything possible
to facilitate communication and trans-
mission of ideas.

“At present we are an inert mass,
moving slowly towarde the working out
of our destiny. Before we come to the
definite art that is to decide whether 2
part is to be greater than the whole,
or whether standing shoulder to shoul-
der we shall face the world with a
golid front, we must judge the issue by
getting into closer contact with each
other and in many cases, as the old
French proverb says, ‘to know is to for-

GINGER WINE NOT INGLUDED

Perjury Oharged Agaibst Rev. H. R
Grant Was Speedily Dismissed
at Guyshoro

GUYSBORO, July 30—The trial of
Rev. H. R. Grant on a charge of per-
jury brought by B. E. Aikens, of Mul-
grave, was proceeded with today be-
fore Stipendiary Magistrate A. H. H.
DesBarres, The case arose out of a
geizure of liguor made at Mulgrave
about two weeks ago under the Can-
ada Temperance Act. The stock seized
was comprised of rum, brandy, gin
und wine, nearly seven hundred bottles
and flasks among which were a few
bottles of ginger wine, which is non-
intoxicating.

It was alleged that Mr. Grant when
testifying at the trial at Mulgrave
gtated that all the liquor was intoxi-
cating and because of the ginger wine
being non-intoxicating the allegation
was that he had committed perjury. It
was proved today that the ginger wine
was not included in the list of liquors
sworn to at the former trial before W.
G. Simpson at Mulgrave, and that the
ginger wine was offered back to Mr.
Aikens, and was not destroyed along
with the intoxicating stuff. The .case
was forthwith dismissed.

Angus R. McDonald, of Antigonish,
a Provincial constable, was also accus-—
ed in the same way for a like offense
in the same proceedings. His examina-,
tion is being proceeded with this even-
ing and is not yet concluded.

LONDON, July 30.—“Many signs of
the increasing importauce of the peace
movement have developed during the
progress of the present universal peace
congress,” said Benjamin F. Trueblood
of Boston, president of the American
Peace Society and head of the Am-
erican deleghtion now here, in an inter-
view tonight. {‘First, we have seen the
number of del\gates grow umtil every
civilized nation of the globe now is re-
presented at the congrass—and by men
of standing in their own countries. The
meetings of the congress: have been
exceedingly well attended and the
greatest interest has been displayed in
the discussions, the most important of
which was that of today, on the sub-
pest of the arrest of armaments.

“Nake it clear,” Mr. Trueblood con-
tinued, “that we are not urging imme-
diate’ disarmawent, but a scheme by
which the increasing expenditure for
armaments can be stopped.

«“Another.incident showing the grow-
ing importance of the congress was the
reception of the delegates by King Ed-
ward, a pracedent which doubtless will
be followed im the future.”

— A writ
restraining the Grand Lodge Knights
of Pythias from erecting a camp on
Franklin Field was denied the Har-
vard Improvement Association by Jus—
tice Brayley in the supreme court this
afternoon. Work on the monster camp
to accommodate 10,000 mer. was con*
tinued with renewed vigor wken the
announcement of the decision was
made to the men at work there by
Past Chancellor John Ballantyne, of
Boston, who presented the Pythians’
side of the case of the court.

The court based its opinion on the
statute of 1875, which permits the Park
Commissioners to issue a permit, such
as was applied for and granted the
Knights of Pythias.

Mr. Ballantyne in presenting his case
to the court, stated that every Pythian
convention had a camp and Boston
was the first city in the history of the
order to object to its erection.
