=—The schooner V. H. Ketchum, bound
from Duluth to Cleveland, burned last
night off Parieian Island, Lake Sup-
erior ,and two members of the crew
were drowned while attempting. to
feave the vessel in a lifeboat. The
fire was first discovered in the after
cabin and the flames made such head-
way that they were soon beyond con-
trol.

. When it was seen that the fire was
beyond control, the nine members of
the crew, including Mrs. ‘D. Ames,
®ook, launched the lifeboat and pre-
:a.red to row to the steamer Notting-
am, which had taken the Ketchum
In tow. In attempting to lower the
woman into the lifeboat, the craft was
capsized and the nine persons were
thrown into the water. In the strug-
gle to save themselves, the eight men
forgot the presence of the woman and
she was carried some distance away.

Mate Andrew Anderson went to her
rescue as she was sinking for the third
time. Seizing her dlothing, Anderson
Rttempted to return to the ship, but
the high waves carried him away.
Tired out from his exertions -and
borne down by the weight of the help-
less woman, he was unable to make
any headway and the two sank before
the eyes of the other members of the
crew. who could offer no assistance.

Extensions Being Made to
Several Factories.

New Gornmeal Mill to be Bullt—The
Water Pipe fo Partridge Island.

The manufacturing industries of St.
John are steadily, if slowly, growing
and expanding every year, Some of
the largest manufacturing concerns
have recently extended their facllities
by the erection of mew buildings and
the installation of new machinery. One
of the latest concerns that has acted
in this line is the Pender Nadl“Wq‘;ks,
which by the installation of new and
improved machinery will not only make
the work more satisfactory, but will
give employment to a large number of
workmen who have not been able to
find openings in this business in St.
John.

Another job which has just begun
will be an addition to the present fac-
tory of the Welcome Soap Company on
Union street. This will be a three story
building, 30x60 feet, and in addition to
this a boiler house 16x26 feet. The
work is being looked after by Robt.
Maxwell, and will be rushed along as
rapidly as possible. One new feature
will be the establishment of a glycerine
plant for the manufacture of glycerine
from spent lyes. This, like the Pender
Nail Works, will also give employment
to a large number of men.

A' new cornmeal will will also be
shortly built on City road. The work
will commence this morning. Edmund
Riley, the City road fuel merchant, is
among those interested in this factory.
The mill is expected to be completed in
a couple of months, and is to be built
next to the factory of the Josiah Fow-«
ler Company.

Another important plece of work has
been begun by John Kane, contractor.
The city under an arrangement with
the government ran a water pipe to a
point near Fort Dufferin, and now Mr.
Kane will carry it to the water’'s edge,
and thence by a submerged pipe to
Partridge Island, where it will be taken
to the different buildings. Mr, Kane
has a large force of men on the work,
and hopes to have the water on the
island before the winter sets in.

The erection of the Bank of B. N, AL
at Fairville is nearly completed. The
contract for putting the sheet metal on
has been awarded to James McDade,
Mill street. He has also been award-
ed a similar contract in connection
with the building of A. B. Holly’s re-
sidence, Douglas avenue.

A new Leonard bofler is being placed
in the electric light station at the west
side. Pre long St. John expects to
have other industries, such as stove
foundries to be built by Messrs. Mec-
Lean, Holt & Co., and John B. ‘Wilson,
which will add to the manufacturing
enterprises of the city,

NEW YORK, Sept. 17.—The body of
the young woman found under what
