A Grey Stone Gothic Structure.

The library is at present housed in a
grey stone Gothic structure in the col-
lege grounds; erected on the side of a
sloping knoll and built of porous stone
that had been saturated with brine;
it was found that the incline was too
much for the building, and consequent-
ly a tower had to be built on the south
side, to act as a kind of buttress to
hold the whole building from sinking.

St. John and returned

Toronto April 10. —A highly interest-
ing lecture on “Cyprus and the Pre-
historic Age of the Mediterranean” by
Prof. John L. Myres, of the Univer-
sity of Liverpool, was given at the’
Physics Building last night before a
large audience. Prof. Myres has come
to this country for the sole purpose of
lecturing before archaeological socie-
ties, and the evident appreciation of
his work has been highly satisfactory
to the university authorities. The lec-
turer said that the Island of Cyprus
was the only British possession that
had shared at all directly either in
the civilization of the Ancient East or
in that of the Graeco-Roman Age of
the Mediterranean world.. It first be-
came prominent in human history in
the centuries beétween 1500 and 1200
B. C, in the course of the struggle
petween the new and vigorous civil-
ization of the Greek Islands and Crete
on the one hand, and the older cul-
tures of Babylonia and Egypt on the
other. It had then a well-marked
civilization of simple character and
was brought into direct relation with
its neighbors through its great wealth
of copper ores. This naturally made
it a desirable possession to Egypt and
in consequence it was extensively col-
onized by the adventurers and traders
of Crete and other parts of Greece,
and became an important outpost of
European influence against the East.
After 1000 B. C. the Cretan civiliza-
tion decayed and was broken up by
invasions of comparatively barbarous
peoples from the interior of Europe,
bringing with them a new school of
artistic design, new customs and hab-
its and probably also the knowledge
of the uses of iron, Cyprus suffered
less than Crete and the mainland from
these invasions and kept alive much
of the civilization it had learned from
the Western colonists.
fell, however, under the influence of
the neighboring civilizations of Egypt
and Assyria and became for a while
the ally and perhaps the dependency
of the Phoenecians of Tyre and 8i-
don. Then it passed into a new
phase of its history, in which it ap-
peared as the outpost of the BEast
against the West.
