“The greatest intgrest and excite-

Egive to restore Russia and recue its
people from misery,” the Premier de-
elared, adding, “It is a problem full
ot danger and difficuities; it is sur-
rounded with a. jumble of prejudices
and wild passions.”

“Let me say this about the Con-
gerence and the way it debated the
Russian question,” said Mr. Lloyd
Géorge. “The discussions in them-
selves have demonstrated the value
wof the Conference. Here i8 a ques-
gion which hes created many potliti-
cal crisis in different countries, which
has provoked wars and revolutions
in two continents, debated in a Con-
ference in an atmosphere of calm and
wourteous investigations. What better
Justification coun}d. you have for coun-
ference than that?”

Europe Hasn't Shirked

“For the first time Burope has fac-
ed that difficulty and not shirked it.
'We bave decided to continue fo face
this problem in order to straggle
through, and that is the miost courag-
eous decision taken by this Confer-
ence. That is a decision worthy of
a great Conference of nations. We
have not gone as far as the most san-
guine of us expected, but we have
gone further than the doubters ever
hoped or wished us to go. We have
a month for reflection on the difficul-
ties we have had in this conference
before we resume those discussions.
1 sincerely hope that month will be
wtilized with a view to discovering and
suggesting a solution for those diff-
culties.

w1 would like to say one word in
that respect upon the Russian mem-
orandum. I do not kmow what the
effect of that memorandum was in
Russia, but I know the effect outside

judices—of the world. There is real
sympathy for her condition.

¥What are those prejudices? I
will just name one or two, because
they were all trampled upon in the
memorandum of May 11. The first
prejudice we have in western Hurope
is that if you sell goods to a man
you expect to get paid for them. The
second is this: If you lend money to
a man and he promises to repay you,
you expect he will repay you. The
third 1s this: If you go to & man who
has already lent you money and say
‘will you lend me more? he will say
to you, ‘do you propose to repay me
what I gave you? and you say ‘no,
it is a matter of principle with me
not to repay,’ then there is a most
extraordinary prejudicesin the west-
ern mind against lending more mon-
ey to that person.

“lI know the revolutionary temper
very well, and the revolutionary tem-
per never acknowledges anybody who
has got principles, unless he is a
revoiptionary. But those prejudices
are very deep rooted.

Russia Must, Be Honest

“Burope is anxious to help. BEurope
can help; Europe will help, but Russia
must, in her dealings with her, accept
the code of honor which i an inher-
itance, which has come te us from’
centuries of gemerations of hard work-
ing, honest people and which has
strock deep‘into the/soll of the world.
Not even the Russian tornado has
split one fibre of a single root off
those principles upon which our sys-
tem depends and, as a friend of Rus-
sian peace, as a friend of co-operation
with Russia, as one who is in favor
of going to the rescue of those gr
and, gallant and brave people, I im-
plore the Russian delegation, when
they come to The Hague, not to go
out of their way to trample upon those
sentiments which are deeply rooted in
the very life of Europe. At Cannes, we
threw out the lifeline and we have
not yet drawn it in, as I thought we
might. Neither has it been‘snapped;
neither has it been let go.

“We have signed a pact of peace.
It is a provisional one Is it for
months? Ah, no, it is' more than that.
We have decided upon a peace amongst

Genoa Will Cortnbute to
Reconstruction of
Europe.

Genoa, May 19—The dbminant
thought in Genoa tonight as the dele-
gations to the Economic Con‘erence
were leaving or packing their trunks
preparatory to departing for their
homelands, seemingly was that, al-
though the conference was a thing of
the past, as far as Genoa is coacaraed,
its achievements would live and con-
tribute much to the pacificaion and
reconstruction of Europe. The officials
of some of the smaller states undoubt-
edly will go home disappoiated, ver-
haps angry, because  their wroubles
have not been settled at Geuoa.

Lithuania, for example, is chasrincd
that Genoa has not chased the Polish
troops from Lithuanian territory; 2.:d
the small Russian republics, bourdering
the Caspian and Black Seas, are
grieved because Genoa failad {o free
them from Bolshevik rule. But, as
a whole, the belief prevails that the
conference, despite disputes which
almost pushed Europe to the edge of
a precipice, has resulted in the be-
ginning of better understandings be-
tween the nations of Europ2, including
Russia. Hven official Franse admitted
this tonight. L

France, which came here relu::.i1t-
ly, almost suspiciously, goes away with
more confidence. Louis Barthou, vice-
Premier in-the French Cab'net. and
France’s chief delegate to tae con'er-
ence, in his final words to the pres:
tonight declared it was ai3 convicticn
that the Genoa Conference, which he
called “the Child of Canncs,' was to
day in good health, and that he saw
no reason why the’ infant coulé not
journey safely. to IThe kague and
there thrive and prosper.

“The greatest danger of ail.” con-
tinued M. Barthou, “was that the child
would prove the cause of a split be
tween the godfathers who had come
to Genoa as Allies. I was not always
in accord with David' Lloyd Georse;
indeed we have had serious difficul-
ties since the first days. But I desire|
to affirm that the relations betwéen
Great Britain and Frince are betier.
today than at the wopening of the
Genoa Conférence.”

The conferénce solemnly adjourned,
after adopting a provisional non-ag-
gression pact providing arrangements
fop The Hague meeting, aad adopling
the report of the Economic Commis-
sion with its recommendations for the
rebuilding of disorganized Europe.

Admittedly, everything now depends
on the Russian communists. If they
continue as stubborn in Holland as in
Italy, there seems little prospect of
an agreement with Russia. Mean-
while, the desperate straits of the
Russian peopRe are in the minds of
all the dalagwtes.

Dublin, May 16.—The Dail Eireann
met, today, expecting to learn some-
thing of the progress of the negotia-
tions between Michael Collins and

Bamonn De Valera on the possibili-
ties of peace and the formation of a
coalition’ government, but, although
Colling and De Valera were present,
nothing was said on this subject.
Harry J. Boland, of the anti-treaty
group, moved that the House con-
sider and vote on the points on which
the committee of ten failed to agree,
and this was taken, generally, as an
indication that the De Valefa-Colling
negotiations had fbeen of no avail.

Arthur Griffith was ‘more ~than

To Spend Million and Half on
Quebec Harbor But Noth-
ing for St. John. L

STRONG PLEAS MADE
FOR THIS HARBOR

Laren Urged Necessity of

Immediate Work Here.

Ottawa, May 19—The King Govern-
ment, which at the behest of Ernest
L;fpomte is proposing to spend one
million five hundred thousand dollars
for Quebec hanbor, has not a cent for
the port of St. John. This fact was
disclosed tonight when, on the esti-
mates for public works, Mr. Baxier
and Dr. MacLaren made strong pleas
that the breakwaier between Negro
point and Partridge Island be given
some repairs. Both St. John members
impressed upon the House that this
work was abeolutely necessary, but
when Mr. King was pressed as to the
Government's intentions in the mat
ter, he flatly and curtly replied that
nothing would be done.

Ottawa, May 19—(By <Canadian
Presg)—The Government does not ine
tend to proceed' with any further
work on the breakwater at £t. John,
N. B, this year. This was announcoed
in the House of Commons tonight by °
Hon. Dr. J. H. King, Minister of Pub-
lic Works, who was conducting his
estimates through committee. The
question arose when an item of $1,
991,000 was under consideration. Hon.
J. B. M. Baxier, Conservative mem-
ber for St. John-Albert, asked Dr,
King what he proposed to do about
the breakwater. It was an important
work and was needed to keep out the
heavy seas. The Government had
spent millions of dollars dredging the
harbor and constructing piers, and
this work was now in danger. Mr.
Baxter emphasized that some of the
berths for vessels, during stormy
weather, were exposed to heavy
poundirng by the seas. Even in med
erately severe weather some of the
wharves could mnot be put to theis
proper use. The construction should
be undertaken before fall, he said.
Stone could be procured at Partridge
Island, near where the work was to
be done, and at a minimum of ex-
penditure. ,

Mr. Baxter 'was supported by his
constituency mate, Dr. Murray M
Laren, who said that he brought
matter up at. the request of the St
John Board of Trade. The need of
the breakwater was urgent.
