A memorial of this nature cannot
fail to be a source of pride and inter-
est to thousands of persons scattered
throughout Canada whose relatives
made the . suj ® sacrifice whilst
serving with The Royal Canadian Regi-
ment. For this reason the officer com-
manding The R. C. R. is anxious to
give to the relatives and friends of
those whose noble service to human-
ity' has been recognized in this way,
evéry opportunity of seelng the mem-
orial at Wolseley Barracks. Further-
more; for the benefit of those whose
homes are too distant t0 enable them
to see it, he has furnished the follow-
ing description of the memorial: :

It is of solid silyer In the form of an
obelisk and stands about 814 feet high.
This gleaming shaft refls upon two
steps of silver and the whole stands
upon an ebonized wood base. Out from
each corner of the lower silver step
there is an ex of the ebonized
base, allowing for four lttle silver
platforms like the bastlons of a fort.
On each of these stands a perfectly
formed figure about seven inches high
—a bomber in the act of throwing \his
bomb; man advancing with fixed bay-
onet; man advancing with Lewis gun,
and officer armed with revolver. Each
figure is correct to the last detail of
equipment. The sides of the ebonized

ed with maple leaves and on the lower
silver step on each of the four sides
of the monument there is a finely
chased and modelled beaver. On the
front side of the base of the obelisk
there i8 the following inscription:

The Eiusive Ralsuli.

Many. a time has Ralsuli slipped
through the Spanish netwhen it seem-
ed he must. be caught. A couple of
years back when the Spaniards were
first seriously busy in these parts in
the conduct of their mew campaign
they forced the road from Tetuan to
Tangier, in the middie of whioch, at the
Fondak de Ain Yedida, were the head-
quarters of Raisula. He disappeared
to the south just bvefore his
European enemies ¢ame on, and
then later they felt they had
a chance of getting "him when
they attacked the so-called “HNbly” or
secret city of Xauen. But again Raisull,
of course, had departed bofore the
Spaniards entered. He I8 by no means
80 foolish as to fight personally an

t when, if beat he must
surrender personally,

Affter Xauen the predicament of this
truly remarkable personage was very
serious for him, for his, followers had
lost confidence, they mo longer be-
Heved in his influential magie or other
powers, and they deserted In large
numbers.

Crept to Friendly Tents,

Raisuli crept to the tents of some
faithful tribes, and, after a perfod of
lingering, eventually reached Tazarut
which for him is a venerable family
homestoad and shrine. Here he settlea
down, and his much-drooped for-
tunes showed some glight signs of
revival, especially when the Spaniards
recelved their nasty kunock at the
Melilla end of Morocco a few months
back. Ralsuli made speechea in the
zocos, the market places, exhorting
the faithful to be firm and to fight
again, and, adopting the strigtest re-
liglous form of Muhammadam atire,
was greatly assisted in the matter of
his prestige by the circumstance that
some bdmbs that the Spanish aviators
dropped mear him failed to eéxplode.
Of the significance of these incidents,
as he suggested it to be, he made the
utmost. The Spaniards had | sur
rounded his sanctuary; but in aco
cordance with their custom General
Berenguer gave strict instructions that
such sanctuary was to be respected to
the full and treated. as being ex-

territorfal.
Tension is Relaxed.

When the Spanish forces had to be
drawn off to a large extemt toward
Melilla the tension upon Ralsull was
much relaxed, and through certaln
notorious proFrench sources it was
Immediately clalmed that he was
“free.” ' Of cource he was nothing ot
the kind, and the Spaniards took par
ticular care that, though their numbers
were depleted, the ring round their old
enemy should be preserved intact.

RAISULI SEEMS TO BE SLOWLY
REACHING END GF HIS TETHER

Ancient Feud With Spain Believed to Be Drawing to End
~—Outlaw’s Three Possible Courses of Procedure.

The Germ of Rebellion.

As is always sald ifi these parts
Raisuli is the focus, the germ Of the
rebellion. On the face of things it was
Bot apparent that Raisuli could escape
this time, but he had eluded his en-
emies so often before that it mever
seemed safe to prophesy. He was now
encircled, and the Spanish plan was to
close In more and more round the
mountain pass on which Tagarut s
situated until Raisuli at all events per
celved the necessity of doing some-
thing new,

What would then happen ? It was
calculated by the Spanish students of
this interesting problem that there
were three possibilities. Raisuli might
defend himself to the last and fall with
a sword or other weapon in his hand.
This idea was dismissed as nearly m-
possible, unless accident intervened,
for the old chief is highly materialistic
and not in the least of the heroic mold.

French Undertakings.

He would much prefer to live .and
plot. In the second place, he might
escape through the Spanish Hnes de-
spite all the vigilance that was exer-
cised and get through to the French
zone. What was against this was that
the French, despite Raisuli’s flattering
references to them in some of his re-
cent proclamations and the expres-
sions of his desire tobe on good terms
with them, his diplomatic tactics have
falled and the French have given an
undertaking not to afford any pro-
tection to him. The third chance was
that Raisult might seek the protection
of the sanctuary on Yebel Alam.
Moorish authorities thought that this
was most likely, and the questzon nad
to be considered beforehand as to what
the part of the Spaniards would be in
the event of such sanctuary being
sought. They have been specifically
careful to respect all sanctuaries hith-
erto.

Might Remain In Retreat.

They were given to understand that
while if Raisull went to Yebel Alam
and remaind there quiet his retreat
nmust be respected, which after all
would make it only a question of time
before he surrendered—but that if he
or his friends displayed the slightest
tendency toward aggression the
Spaniards would be fully justified Th
going forward to take possession of
him.

Many of the preliminary operations
were of a somewhat tedious character,
Troops had to be advanced slowly and
carefully, and it was perceived that fn
some of the early morning marches
General Berenger was precéled by a
guide or flagbearer who carried the
crimson standards of the Maghzen or
sovereign government of Morooco.
This was not always done before; it is
done now in fulfillment of the inten-
tion to press the proposition that
Spain, like F'rance, is working on a
protectorate, which, she says, she has
in some measure always done, but
which France says she never has and
cannot do. now without some special
understanding being arrived at be-
tween her and the Shereeflan Govern.
ment.

Final Military Operations,

ers to taka liquor already purch
Light wines and beer only are legal
in Norway, drinks containing moré
than 16 per cent. of aloohol being
barred.

Stroemstra, a small place in Sweden
near the Norwegian border, is an im-
portant center for the smuggling flo-
tilas which are composed mostly of
German and Danish vessels. These
boats enter port and have their car-
Boes sealed by the Swedish customs
people. The skippers meet their Nor-
wegian customers in the town and ar-
range for the sale of Bquor, after
which they put to sea outside the na-
tionality limit and break the séals.
The  Norwegian buyers meet at a
rendezvous and the transactions are
completed.

In this way enormous quantfties of
liquor are brought into Norway and
prices are steadlly decMning. Also
there has been an increase in the num-
ber of cases of drunkenness, which in
Christiania is reported to be twice as
large as in Stockholm.

The Norwegian government derived

an annual revenue of about 46,000,000
krone from liguor before the establish-
ment of prohibition, but today this has
beep reduced to virtually nothiiik.
