Whatever action the Kxecutive may take
a8 regards you, must be taken with-
out any referance to me. I would re-
commend you, therefore, to turn your atten-
tion from those worldly matters whieh now
appear to move you so strongly to subjects
uncounected with this world, and to look
to God ,alone for merey and pardon in
the®world to come. Prepare to meet your
God, and may you find peace and
pardon for your sonlin the dcbnsolations
of religion. The sentence of the Court is
that you be taken from the plase whence you
now came, and that on Monday the 10th
day ot June next, you be taken thence and
hanged by the neck until uou are dead ; and
may the Lordjhave mercy on your soul!

THE LOSS OF THE UNITED STATES
Quebee, May 3.

Capt. Meiklereid, of the steamship United
States, makes the following statement as to
the loss of the vessel :

“At 9 o'elock on the evening of the 25th,
s beautiful clear night, we sighted 8t. Paul's
Light, and steered for the Bird Rocks, which
we sighted at twenty miputes past one,
almbst right abead, ‘Our course was then
altered so as to give them a proper berth.—
After the Vessel had passed the Great Bird
Kock, judging that we were at best two
miles f)rom the Island, T ordered the vessel
to be steered her channel course. When
abreast of the Small Bird, she struck on the
very outer edge of the reef, although T be-
lieved she was at least a wile outsidejof it.—
There was nothing in the water- which indi-
cated that there was a reef or shoal there.—
The vessel had all her sails set at the time.
When she struck I had the sails taken in,
and for nearly half an hour the vessel made
no water: we backed the engines, but she
would not come off, and they were stopped
agsin at this time, The wind began to
freshen into a gale from the south-east; the
sea, too, rose, and the ship began to strike
beayily, so that the boats were got out and
the passengers ordered up from below ; they
were safely got into the boats, which kept to
the Jeeward of the ship for shelter, until day-
light, The barque Marianheim, Capt.
Emerson, then hove in sight ; signals were
made to ‘xer, and she came straight for the
wreck ; 1 then boarded her in my own boat,
and asked him to take on board my passen-
gers snd erew ; . he at once consented.

Streams of people~men, women,
and even children,~were seen tending in one
direction, and that towards the Viceregal
Castle. At about seven oclock up went
three signal rockets, and three guns sent
their booming signals over the town. We
all knew too well that the work of bloodshed
had begun. In a few mioutes squadrons
and detachments of cavalry and Cossacks
were rushing through the principal streets to
take up their prearranged positions. Every
open space was occupied, every commanding
position secured. And then was heard the
fire of the infantry in the distance. It was
a terrible moment. Citizens, grant them
misguided if you will, grant them assembled
on purpose to make demonstrations against
the Government—but still citizens, unarmed
upresisting, to be shot down like dogs.—
Surely this is not the work for the 19th cen-
tury, and for civilized Kurope. The crowd
hag collected in very large numbers; and a
drummer was sent among them to bid them
by beat of the drum to disperse. This was
repeated three times, but without effect.—
