be found.

The existence of these caves has long
been known, but no taorough examination
was ever made until & few months ago,
when Charles McLoyd, a prospector and
miner of theB8an Juan, and four companions
concluded that it would be at least a lark to
look into the abandoned dwellings. A writer

Mr. McLoyd says that the dwellings in
Montezana County were found on the sides
of walls of the canyon of of the Mancos and
its tributaries in wind-worn caves or crey-
ices caused by falling water, and were so
completely protec frgm the eclements
that many of their ots were found in a
perfect state of preservation. As a rule,
these caves are ja  almost inac ible
places. When inhabited they were “hed
quite frequently by nowches cut in the rock,
and atother times rope ladders must have
been used.

Quite a number of the houses found were
of pretentious dimensions, the largest belng
& bullding on the ground floor of wh are
112 rooms, and 200 1n the upper stories. This
building was four stories in helght with a
tower, und was built of dressed stone and a
cement  made of the surrounding soil
mixed with a substance now unknown, and
ihe architecture now would be called that
of the Roman period,

The race which inhabited it is thought to
have been related to the Zunis, Moquis and
Pueblos, and it is supposed was the an-
cestors of those tribes.  This, however, is
simply supposition, and is based on the for-
mation of the skulls and the relics of differ-
ent kinds left,

The race, according to the theory advanced
by the Bmithsonian Institute, existed about
ten thousand years ago. This theory Is
based upon the idea that the people lived
and farmed on the banks of the Salt river be.

How to Make an Instrument with Which
¥You Can See Under Water,

plainly see what is going on under the water |
over which they sail their boats. The very
idea of such athing is attractive, and we
propose to tell you how it can be done.
vater telescope may be made of
wood or of tin, whiche you pref:
we will describe both. The tin Js better,
because itis lighter and more saslly han \
Its manufacture is very simple, Get a tin-
smith to make for you a funnel-shaped 1in
horn about three feet long. It should b¢
cight or ten inches in diameter at the bot
tom and broad enough at the top for both
eyes to look into. Into the bottom put u
piece of glass, cut to fit and make it perfect
ly water-tight. Leave the top open.  The
Inside should be painted black to prevent
the reflection of the light upon the sur
face of the tin.  Around the outside of the
bottom solder on several sinkers to offes
the buoyancy of the air in the water-tigh
horn and make it casier to submerge.  If it
I8 not convenient to get a round pi of
glasn, have the large end made square and
use square glass.
