The sanitary condition of the prison during the year just ended has been for
l1ost part good ; no diseases of a grave character have prevailed, and no death has

ocurred.
The whole numbor of convicts roquiring prescriptionw during the year was two

undred and forty-five.
There is less disposition than formerly to feign diseases, or magnify slight

lnients, and as a rule resort is had to the Surgeon only in cases of actual illness.
helndulgences, particularly the remission of sentence granted r good conduct,
ave contributed largely to this result.

We have been happily exempt froin diphtheria, thoughthis disease prevailed n
ecity, and was very fatal.
Our exemption from this and other diseases of a Zymetic origin, is attributable,

no doubt in a large measure, to the attention given by the Warden and other officers
Sthe prison to cleanliness, ventilation, and efficient drainage.

thI have much pleasure in bearing testimony to the uniformly kind treatment of
th .COnvicts, on the part of the Warden and his offleers, and have to tbank them for

eargynmpathy for and readiness to assist in taking care of the sick under my
e aaarge.
