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to develop draft provisions for submission to the Commlission

3, All Delegations sholl be entitled to be repre-
sented on cach Commission and on each of their Technical
Committecs, and to participate in their deliberations.

4, The four Commissions, thelr Technical Committecs,
and the scope of their activities, shall be as described
below, The Commissions shall be free to make thelr own
rules, including changes which might be desirable in the
number and the work of the Technical Committees, and there
sholl be no restriction on the scope of their discussions,
The Stecring Committee may from time to time assign dutles
to the Commissions in addition to those mentloned. :

COMMISSION I - General Provisions

Functions: To consider and recommend Confercnce action
upon draft proposals submitted to it by its Technical Com-
mittees and upon other motters relating to its flold.

Technical Committee 1 - Preamble, Purposcs and Principles

Functions: To preparc and recommend to Commission I
draft provisions for the Charter of The Unitcd Nations re-
lating to matters dealt with in Chapters I cnd II of the
Dumbarton Oacks Proposals, and to the comments ond sug-
gestions relevant thercto submitted by the Governments
participating in the Confercnce.

Technicel Committee 2 - Membership, Amendment ond

lating to matters dealt with in Chapters III, IV, X and XI
of the Dumbarton Oaks Proposals, and to the comments and
suggestions relevant thereto submitted by the Governments
