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» The bag is easily.removed and dirt dumped in a mement and the bayg
put back in its place in a few geconds.

When cleaning carpet which has not been taken up for some time, it is
proper to raise it around the walls and apply the Vacuum Cleaner both sides of
the carpet so as to make certain of removing all larva, eggs or moths which
may lurk in the folds of the carpet. ;
