THE ARCHBISHOP OF PHILADEL.
PHIA ON HOME RULE,

In the courte of an nterview granted
to s representatiye of the Frooman's Jowr.
nal, the Archbisbop of Philadelphis made
some semarke upon Home Rule:

Q. It is almost unneswssary to sk your
Grace whether the Americans take an
interest in the Irlsh questioni—A. Yes, the
Irlsh question excites & general interest
smongst Americans—not only smovget
Irish-Americaus, but smongst the entire
American people, ltis to & certain extent
an American question. It wass question
which sgitated Americans themselves once
—whether they were to be governed by
one central suthority alone or each State
manage ite own affairs, except in matters
of general importance affocting the whole
country.

Q. Then the spirit of Home Rule entered
largely into the American Constitationi—
A. Yes, of course, all the States bave Home
Rule, but at the ssme time they are not
independent, It is anti- American to be
otherwise governed than by ourselves,
because we know best our own affalrs,
and can mansge them with greater Wis-
dom. However, the States are subject to
the Central Government at Washington
The Americans ave strongly opposed to
snything that would weaken the Centaal
Government,
