Uatil last year, by con-
sent, there were ususlly two Catholics
and three Protestants elected for the
ward ; but on occasion of the election
then the Protestant members of the
Board insisted on the retirement of one

Toe Protestants supposed
that the clection of last year was geined
only by a spatch vote, but once more
the Catbolics have baen victorious,
baving elected their five candidates, It
may be expected that in future the
Protestants of the ward will not be &0
obstinate in rejecting smicable pro-
posals.

tng in a half-circle. Four Hotebkiss
guus were pluced upon s hill sbout two
pundred yards distaut. Every prepara
tion was made, not especnlly to fight,
but to show the Indians the futility of
resistance, They seemad to recognizs
this fact, and when M¢jor Whitesides
ordered them to come up, twenty at a
time, and give up their aras, they came,
but not with their guns in sight  Ofthe
first twenty, but two or three displayed
arms. Taese they gave upsullenly, and,
observing the futility of that method of
procedure, Major Whitesides ordered a
detatebmen . ot K and A troops on foot
to enter the \cpees and gearch them

Tpnis work had hardly been entered
upon when the one hundred and twenty
desperate Indians turned upon the
eoldiers, who were gathered closely about
the tepees, and immediately a storm of
firing was poured upon the miiitary. It
was 89 though the order 10 search had
been a signal. Tne latter, not enticipat
ing uny such sciion, bad been eathered
in very closely, and the first fi-iog wes
terribly disastrous 10 them Tae reply
was immediate, however, and in an in
siant it seemed that the draw in which
the Indiau camp was set wae a sunken

govthe, [ndians and so!diers fell together,
and, wounded, fought on the grdunc,
Ott through the draw toward the biufls
tne few remaining warriors fled, turning
occasionally to fire, but cow evidently
caring mora for escape than battle,
Only the wounded Indians seemed pos-
sessed of the oourage of devils, From
the ground where they hud fallen they
continued to fire until their ammunition
was gone, or until they wera Kiiled by
tho soldiers. Both sides forgot every-
thing excepting only the loading and
diecharging of guns,

It was only in the early part of the
sitray that band to hand fighting was
seen. Oarbines were clubbed, sabres
gleamed and war clubs circled in the
air and came down hke thunderbolts,

easier to reach them, The Gathog and
Hotchkiss guns were trained, and then
began & heavy firing, which lasted halt
an hour, with frequent heavy volleys of
musketry and cannon Lt was & war of
extermination now with the troopers.
1. was difficult to restrain the troops.
Tactics were almost shandoned. About
the only tactics was to kill whileit could
be done wherever an Indian could be
goen, Down in the creck and up over
the bare hills they were followad by
artillery and musketry fire, and for
several minutes the engagement went on
until not a live Indian was in sight.

It was in the first attack that Father
Oraft and Captain Wallace were mortally
wounded, but the details are not at
hand as yet. Father C:aft had an inter
esting bistory, 1o was a descendant of
the Mobawk tribe of ladians bimself,
and for that reason had great influence
with the rekskins, He was adopied as a
caiof by the Dakotas, succeeding Spotted
Tail, scmetimes called by the whites

Spntted Tail was killed at Rossbud, 8. D,
inJaly, 1881, He wae at that time taking
steps to have the Catholic missionaries
engsge in the work of clvil'zng his
Iodians. He hoped that with the ald of
Bishop Marty and his priests he couid
goon prepare bis people for cltizanship.
He fntended to prepsre for baplism and
Caristian marrioge, and to learn from the
priests the ways of the whites, rnd then
2id them to teach his people, 1n a gene
eral council he explalned his plan to the

Judians and told thew that the uext day
he would go Bt to obiain priests,  He
g1id he filc that he would not live to carry
i out hie plans, aad he chose as hie successor,
