Accident to the Truro Express.- On 
Thursday evening an accident, which might 
have been ot a terribly serious nature, occur- 
ied to the Truro Express when about a 
quarter ot a mile from the Depot. In some 
wav the points near the Roundhouse had be­
come misplaced, and in consequence the whole 
train, which was lull ot passengers, was thrown 
off the track, and narrowly escaped falling 
over the bank into the Basin. We understand 
that on other occasions recently these same 
points have been discovered out of place, 
when it was supposed that they had been pro­
perly locked. T his is either the result of care­
lessness ou the p^rt ot the pointsman, or is 
the work ot some fiendish scoundrel, anxious 
to be the cause of some harrowing accident.— 
llec.

The Truro Sun says a train ran through a 
herd ot cattle near Truro last Friday, killing 
seven at once and wounding another so badlv 
that it had to be killed. The owner of the ani­
mals, Mr. Robert Barnhill, claims compensa­
tion from the Government and will probably 
receive it, as the fences on the line were down 
at the place where the accident occurred.

Third Marriage ok Rev. Dr. Punshon. 
—An F.oglish paper contains the following in­
timation ot the third marriage of the Rev. W. 
M. Puosbon, D. D: —

This popular Wesleyan minister was married 
on Tuesday, at Wesley College, by the Rev. 
Gervasse Smith, ot London, to Miss F'oster ot 
Stone Grove, daughter of the late Mr. W. 
F'oster, High street Sheffield. It is under­
stood that the reverend gentleman will not re­
turn to Canada, but will take up his residence 
in lOngiand. The marriage was ot a strictly 
private character, and only immediate friends 
were present. X

On F'riday last John McRae, of Black River, 
was injured by the tailing ot the beam of a 
new birn being built, aud he died the next 
day. —An elderly man named Kirkpatrick, 
working in Hutchinson’s mill, Douglastown, 
was struck in the abdomen by a piece of lumber 
which was thrown from the saw, and his in­
juries resulted iu death the next day.—A 
young man named Connell was drowned at 
Derby by the upsetting ot a canoe in June 
last.- St. John dlobe.

P. F2 Island Matters.—A Charlottetown 
despatch to the St. John Telegraph says : 
There is a general «uprise felt here that no 
Dominion officials have arrived to put the new 
machinery in motion. All the departments 
are being managed as formerly. The Customs 
Department has not received books or definite 
instructions, and nothing has been done to­
wards the Collection ot Inland Revenue ! No 
stan ps of anv description are to be bad,a mat­
ter that effects contracts as well as the reven­
ues ot Government.

Bunded with Lime.—Or. Thursday last, 
while a number ot laborers who were employ­
ed in some building operations near the North 
West Arm, were “ sky larking. ” one ot them 
threw a handlul ot lime at another, who is 
named Pataiek McGrath. The lime went into 
one of his eyes and blinded him. A surgeon 
was called at once, who says that the sight ot 
one eye is certainly destroyed, anc^thst ot the 
other is probably ruined also. I be untortug- 
ate man is at the hospital.—liecordcr.

Results of the Palestine FIxploration are ac­
cumulating. The work none in and around 
Jerusalem has been considerable and import­
ant, and now letters received in London state 
that a geological plate just completed by the 
Topographical Corps of the F^nglisb party, en 
gaged at present in making surveys, shows,that 
the exposed and skull shaped line ot the upper 
strata outside the Damascus gate aed near the 
north wall ot Jerusalem, is strongly suggest­
ive of “ Golgotha, the place ot a skull which 
supports the theory that this is the true hill ol 
Calvar).

On Monday afternoon last as two daughters 
of Mr. Beilis, who lives near the Three-Mile 
House, were amusing themselves with fishing 
in the Basiu a short distance from their father » 
house, one ol them hooked a fine salmon. The 
tLh darted off, and pulled the girl into the 
water till it was over her waist. Her younger 
sister rushed to her rescue, and holding on to 
her they together checked the salmon, which 
then rushed back, miscalculated and ran him­
self bard and dry on the beach. The oldest 
girl ran over, and stripping off her shawl, se­
cured her prize by wrapping him up in it. The 
girl* are respective’y 13 and 11 years of age. 
The salmon weighed over 'JO pounds.—Re­
corder.

Determined Suicide.—A well-to-do-farmer 
named Payzant, who lived about a mile from 
Liverpool, in this Province, has long been 
barrassed with an idea that be would come to 
want in bis old age. This idea grew upon him

till it became a mania, and to avoid bis antici­
pated fate he has made several attempts to des­
troy his life. Lsst week he jumped into a 
stream near bis house, but got out, went borne 
and changed bis clothes. Ol Monday last, 
however, be was found dead in ten leet ot 
water iu the same place where his previous 
attempt was made. A coroner's irquest was 
held on the next day and a verdict louud that 
the deceased committed suicide while suffering 
under a fit of temporary insanity.—Recorder.

Shikwreck and Loss of Life —J mes
Hlighten, the second ma:e ot the Bark Con- 

rordia, Capt. Harrison, which was lost on the 
South-west coast yt Newfoundland* and on the 
18th ot June, arrived here this morning, and 
gives the following particulars ot the shipwreck. 
The Concordia was lumber laden, from (Joebee 
bound to Plymouth, G. B. On the morning 
Of June 18 al 1 30 o'clock the ship went a-bore 
on Cape Grilla, N. F'., and became a total lo*s. 
The stern above the main deck was wasted 
out. A heavy sea was running when the vessel 
struck. The boat was lower» d as soon as 
possible, and the Captain, Henry Harrison. 
Chief Officer, William Goudie, the Carpenter 
and Sailmaker, and a seaman named Donald 
McDougall, got into it tor the puipcee of tak­
ing a line to the land, by which means they 
hoped to save the lives of the eleven >eaman 
who remained on board. Unfortunately, how­
ever, the boat smashed to pieces against the 
rocks, and the five men in it were drowned. 
Signals had been made from the wrt vk and the 
fisherman came down to the beach but were 
unable to reach the vessel, to rescue the sea­
men on board. The second mate, James 
Hugiison, then succeeded in tloating a line 
ashore, which was secured by the fishei man ; 
the other end being hove down on the windlass. 
A chair was then swung by means ot a thimble 
to this affixed-line and one after another the 
seamen were pulled ashore—the second mate 
bravely standing to his post until the last sea- 
uifen was landed on the beach, lie was then 
too much exhausted to pull the chair back, lie 
succeeded however in getting ashore by fasten 
ing the line to his body, and swimming through 
the surf. The bodies of the drowned men 
were found on the beach at daylight. The 
shipwrecked seaman were kindly cared for and 
attended tu by the fishermen ol the p’ace, and 
Mr. Hughdon ir loud in his praises ot their 
generosity and nobleness ol heart The victims 
of the wieck were all decently interred iu the 
cemetery at Cape Grilla, every mark ol respect 
being shown by the fisherman. The crew 
than went to Channel, from which place they 
took passage on a passing steamer tor Sydney, 
C. ti., arriving there on T'huisdav week last. 
Word was sent from Sydney to the Marine 
and Fisheries department in Halifax, and the 
crew were desired to come on to Halifax 
For this purpose «hey sailed in a schooner on 
Friday. The second mate left the schooner in 
Beaver Harbour on Thursday, and started for 
the city on foot, a distance ot 8U miles, where 
he arrived this morning,
