The audito-
rium consists of a pave and side-aisles, forming

Tae
pews on the main flor are arranged in a semi-
circle. The galleries extend sloog the three
sides of the audience-chamber, twelve feet wide,
aod are constructed on a new plan, forming a
succession of alcoves with balconies,

The organ-gallery is above the main entrance-
in which is deposited a fine and richly orpa-
mented instrument, twenty feet high and thir.
teen feet deep, manufactured by W. A. Johnson,
Westifield, Mass., and is the gift of Mr. Carlos
Pierce, a New England layman. There is at
the south end of the cburch a recess behind the
pulpit, handsomely frescoed, on either side of
which ure panels having the Ten Command-
ments and the Lord's Prayer inscribed upon
them. Ia the centre of the arch above the re-
cess is a stone fiom the ruios of Solomon's
lemple, besriog the inscripticn in Hebrew cha-
racters, *‘ Jehovah Jireh.”

The pulpit is of chaste design, constructed in
part of black walnut, the panels being of olive-
wood, from the Mount of Olives, and posts hev-
ing pieces of the cedar of Lebanon inserted in
them, while on its front is an elegantly carved
cross, wreathed with twining ivy. The caps of
the posts on either side of the desk and altar
rails are made of olive-wcod from the Mount of
Olives.

In the front there is a triple window of beau-
tiful stained glass, and the sixteen large win-
dows in the suiience-room, aleo filled wieh ele.
gaotly wrought staiced glass, have appropriate
historical inscriptions, commemorative of the
distinguished and the good, whosd friends or
companions have contributed them as tokens of
affection for the departed.
