Rev. E. S. Yui, a graduate of Lati­
mer Hall, Vancouver, has been ap­
pointed Principal of a College at Nan­
king for the training of evangelists, 
which has been established by Mr.

The Right Rev. William Boyd Car­
penter, former Bishop of Ripon and 
Canon of Westminster since 1911, died 
in London, Oct. 26th. Born in Liver­
pool in 1841, the Right Rev. William 
Boyd-Carpenter was educated at Cam­
bridge. In 1864 he became Curate of 
All Saints’, Maidstone, and served in 
various parishes until 1884, when he 
became Bishop of Ripon. In 19ij he 
retired from the Bishopric and assum­
ed the post of CanOin of Westminster. 
He was honorary Chaplain to Queen 
Victoria from 1879 to 1883. The Right 
Rev. Boyd-Carpenter was well known 
as a lecturer and writer on religious 
topics, and was a student of Dante. 
He was Noble Lecturer at Harvard 
University in 1904 and 1913. In 1912 
he was created Knight Commander of 
the Victorian Order. He had honorary 
degrees from various English Univer­
sities as well as from McGill Univer­
sity of Canada.
