TAHURE TAREN

Have Now Inserted Wedge
Into the Second German
Line of Defence.

Paris Oct. 7—The capture »f Ta-
hure apparently has silenced ihe crit-
ical and captious of the public which

ages won in the battles of Sept.

ough_. The latest news seems fo sat-
isfy all and elates most military com-
mentators. It is pointed out that while
the capture of the village was a fine
feat the storming of a height near the
famous Hill 199, gives a great strate-
gical advantage.

This hillock was fortified in cvery
imaginable way and bristled with can-
non whose “barrier” fire blocked the
way to any permanent advance of the
French. It was considered one cf the
principal pillars of the German second
line of defence mnot only hy the
French, but by the Germans.

Dr. George Wegener, the Cologne
Zeitung’s war correspondent, writing
on September 27, summed up the sit-
uation from the German peint of view
by saying:

“A definite setback? Impossible.
Our artillery is there again aud we
are going to drive the French out of
our trenches. We just met the com-
mander-in-chief of the army leaving
headquarters and he shouted tc us:
‘Hill 199 is strongly held by us.’”

London, Oct. 7—The most import-
ant advance yet scored by the French
in their present offensive in Cham-
pagne was made at the point of the
bayonet yesterday. when they carried
by infantry assault the village of Ta-
hure and the summit of Tahure Hill,
making more than one thousand Ger-
mans prisoners.

By this advance the Frenclhi havs
cut the second line of defence of the
Germans and have established them-
selves at a point of vantage where
their heavy artillery will have a com-
manding sweep of the Challe-range-
Bazancourt Railway liine one of the
most vital arteries of supplies for the
German army on this front, Not only
are important lines of German com-
munication threatened, but the
French, by this finally successiul ef-
fort, have inserted a wedge between
the army of the Crown Prince and
the supporting forces on his right.

BIG GUN PREPARATION.

First news of the gathering force
of the French drive in this section
came in the official report from Ber-
lin yesterday. According to this state-
ment the heavy French artillsry op-
ened the preparatory bombadment
Tuesday morning. The cannonade in-
creased in intensity against the Ger-
man defences during the afternoon,
indicating to the beleaguered Ger-
mans that the French were paving
the way for a general attack by storm.
