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Woman’s influence in China is
reater than is commonly supposed,
iys the New York Sun. Records of
Flowery Kingdom are full of
amples of women famous for their
rning, heroism and high princi-
‘ple. Sometimes’ women achieve ab-
ﬂute power over the householdsfor
W Alere is a popular saying, ‘“‘She eats
ice with her husband,” which Iis
used to describe the rule of
‘female tyrant. The most astonmish-
ing incident of feminine power to-
day is, of course, the career of the
.Empress Dowager. As an instance
of the Empress Dowager's power, it
may be recalled that she deposed
her strongest Vizier, Prince Kung,
in 1883, by, a mere decree in the
Pekin Gazette, because “he over-
rated his importance.”

In common with gll other nations,
the women of China represent the
most fervent religious element.
They are said to support enthusi-
astically the Boxers' movement and
to be fighting with passion to help
rid the country of the missionaries.
That the women of China do not
lack courage is proved by the fact
that they sometimes seek suicidgas
relief from unhappy marriages and
uncongenial husbands would fre«
quently be murdered were it not for
special ©  punishments, ‘*‘ignominious
and slow,” devised for all women
who attempt homicide. The mere
existence of this law provides the
necessity for it. Again, not long ago
15 young girls of Canton threw
themselves into the river to escape
from marrying the husbands chosen
for' them. !

Two other recent ex&mples prove
the devotion of the Chinese women of
high degree. A daughter of the Chi-
nes¢ Minister to London, Kwo-Sung-
Taon, was married at the age of 17.
When her husband died she tried to
commit suicide out of grief, and would

eat nothing but gold leaf, seeking
thereby to induce death. It [ailed
te poison her, and she then starved
to death. Her sister-in-law, Mrs. Kwo,
a sister of the Marquis Ts>ng, tried
also to follow her husband to the lan |
of spirits, but failing in her attempt
at sui ide she finally took compassion
‘'oit har children, agfced to live and
“mapaged her father-in law’s property
wifile he was in London. Li Hung
Chang p:nned a memoricl to the vira-
gon Tarone, requesting that these
two women sliould receive a sign of
imperial approval.

Notwitbstanding the degraded coa-
dition of women of the lower classes,
#h> femininz ideal is high in China, and
e annals of the past show, a long
geries of virtuous and heroic women,
whe have made an indelible impres-
sion upon the national mind. The
mother of the great sage, Confucius,
18 beld as a model. The next philoso-
pher of importance, Mencius, was
also indebtad to his mother for. the
formation of his character and mind,
as well as his philosophy.

Woman’s loc in China is, however,
not an enviable one. She is not re-
ceived into the worll with joy, and
gets very little education. At twelve
she is banished from all companionship
‘%o become “the young girl who sits
in the house,” until her marriage,
whern she weds some one she has
never seen. Then she must obey her
thusband and her mother-in-iaw ; she
may not come into contact with men
or the outside worll:; and, as a rule,
she cannot read. She may, however,
receive ladies and return their calls.
The patriarchoal system  is  s0
universal that the father
is a despotic ruler over
hie family, and a married woman be-
comes 8o entirely a part of her hus-
band’s family that she has to yield
her obedience to her husband’s par-
ents, who frequently treat her more
as a slave than a daughter-in-law.
The doctrine inculeated in the Chinp-
ese classlcs is that a woman has
three stages of obedience. First, to
her father ; second to her husband,
and third, if her husband dies, to 'her
son when he reaches manhood. The
old proverb goes: “Men wish their
boys to be like wolves, and fear lost
they should be timid ; their girls they
wish to be like mice, and fear lest
they should have the bolduess of a
tiger.” The law established 2,300
years ago are in favor to-da and
among them no rules are stricter
than keeping the women in bondage.

Chinese books of instruction for |
girls consist chiefly of exhortations |
Yo discharge their duties as daugh-
ters, wives, mothers and daughters-
in-law. The “Girls’ Four Books.” to
which two famous emperers wrote
prefaces, describe how the female
mind and character must be trained.
Modesty, gentleness and self- sacri-
fice, wisdom, respect for elders ana a
virtuous disposition must be a wo-
man’s equipment in life. There is no
pressing need for intellectual edu-
cation. Howevet, about one hundred
in every icn thousand women read.
anl raat means read with under-
standing the great books of philoso-
phy. and 'literature, the works of
% China's sages and poets. Such cases
are found amongst the aristocratic
classes, and men of letters frequent-
1y teach their wives and daughters
mnot only the art of reading, but that
of writing, and go so far as '‘to pub-
lish their literar) effusions.

The new Homewood Country Club,
of Chicago, has caused a fresh out-
burst in the last week by announcing
that the clubhouse and grounds will
be.closed to the playing of golf and
other games on Sunday. The [act
that the ciub has recently purchased
additional land at a eost of $28,000,
and will probably become one of the
most influential organizations in the
west 18 perhaps one reason why its
action- has received such wide atten-
tion. It looks ap though a reaction
were setting in in favor-of a more
quict Sunday. Several leases contract-
£Hd recently contain stipulations
regarding ‘- Sunday play. One es-
pecially noticeable one was re-
fured renewing a few days ago
unless It was specially provided that
there should be no playing on that
day. There is no doubt that golf has
led t¢ a more open Sabbath thaa
before the game became popular. it
was the Rev. Dr. Rainsford, an ardent
goifer, who said in a recent church
report that golf and the bicycle were
leading to a looser conception of the
Sabbath by the young people of Am-
erica. The enforcement of the law in
Massachusetts against Sunday sports
has led the faashionable Brookline
Country Club to post a notice in its
clubhouse calling attention to ihe
fact th?t members who play golf on
Sunday 'do so on their own responsibil-
ity. In New Haven a crusade has been
in progress all winter aga‘nst the
use of the Whitmeyville links on Sun-
day. and It ig said that the officials
of the golf club have agreed to a prac-
ticai cessation of their matches on
that day. Not only has the Homewood
Country Club decided against Sunday
goif, but it has passed a by-law for-
bidding the sale or use of intoxicat-
ing liquors in the club buildings or
upoll the grounds. In this State most
of the cluby which have confined their
liquid refreshments to ‘“‘soft staff”
have nc doubt been larely influenced
by the high fees demanded for a club
license, yet in a number of them the
members have thoir lockers well stock-
el with Jiquors, and the resunlt is prac-
tically the same. While there is likely
to be no temperance crusade against
golfers, the indications point strong-
Iy to a more rigid observancze of Sun-
day thap was the case last season. —
New York Tribune.
