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THE MODERN PERIL.

o
Selfishnuss at the Root of Eyery Kvil, Po
litical, Social and Commercial—Con-
stitutes a Serious Menace.

The really fundamental thing in a
1i1an’s life is his choice of a religion,
writes President Arthur T. Hadley of
Yale. Two religions are to-day strug-
gling for the mastery. There is the
religion of Mammon, whose dominant
purpose is selfishness and  whose
creed is indifference to moral consid-
erations, except so far as they may
be regarded as instruments of indi-
vidual advancement. There is the re-
ligion of God, whose purpose is ser-
vice and whose creed is loyalty to
something larger than ourselves. The
reiigion of Mammon appeals to those
who value the external evidences of
success—the pomp and the luxury,
the title and the show. The religion
of God appeals to those who value
life for the work that it brings and
measure success by the honest effort
that a man has made to do his
work. It appeals to those for whom
wealth and power and professional
eminenceé are not ultimate ends, but
means to larger service and sacrifice.
It appeals to men who will not sell
their honor, no matter how high the
price, nor betray their friends, -no
matter how great the advantage. It
appeals to men ' who have vision
lurge enough and purpose deep
enough to hold a straight course in
the face of opposition or misrepre-
sentation and endure for conscience’s
sake whatever hardship may fall to
their lot.

1f wealth and dominion are made
a primary object and are trusted as
a source of national strength instead
of its consequence or evidence they
prove a false reliance. And it is an
unfortunate fact that very few na-
tions have achieved wealth or domin-
ion without suffering loss of faith
and enthusiasm and remaining with
the empty husk of greatness ' at the
very moment when they deemed
themselves most powerful.

For along with the atquisition of
power there is apt to come a relax-
ing of discipline. Along with the
achievement of the means of indus-
trial ease there cowes a philosophy
of life which makes industrial ease
the goal and end of human effort.

In almost every age of scientific
progress and material prosperity the
old dogmas by which discipline was
supported are undermined and the old
terrors of the law mitigated by the
progress of scientific criticism wuntil
many a people, having lost cortain
outworks of an ancient faith which
were once deemed essential, aban-
dons the whole ground on which that
ancient faith rested, takes up a new
philosophy of life which seems strong-
er than the other merely because the
weak points have not been so fully
examined and tested, and ere the
change is fully realized finds its real
power destroyed and its real glory a
thing of the past.

Our chief danger comes from trust-
ing to the work of reason in places
where we are imperfectly prepared for
its operation.

Most of us are so constituted and
trained that the relaxation of dis-
cipline will not leave us at the mercy
«f blind passion, but it may leave us
al the mercy of an almost equally
blind spirit of selfish calculation.

The whole course of events in re-
cent years has been such as to lay
men open to this temptation. The
attempt to make human selfishness
the fundamental standard of right
conduct is as disastrous as the at-
tempt to make our unchecked animal
instincts the standards of right con-
duct.

Almost every evil—political. social
or commercial—which constitutes ga
sevious menace to  the permanent
prosperity of our country ecan he
traced directly to our tolerant ac-
ceptance of selfishness as a basis of
morality.

There are few more dangerous ene-
mies to the peace and comfort of every-
day life than the people who speak
hastily in the squalls of passing ill tem-
per, and then, when they are restored
to good humor, expect everything to be
Just us it was before. There is no such
position possible as “Just as it was be-
fore” in this up and down hill human
nature of ours. Every act or word is
a step by which we mount upward og
sink lower in the unhindered journey-
ings onward of all the conditions of
life, and the people who give utterance
to the incriminations of passionate tem-
pers unfailingly drop down in the esti-
mation of others, from which it is a
stiff climb up again,

Moreover, words once uttered, wheth-
er true or false, are usually undying
and live on in hearts and memories
long after the careless bow that shot
such poisoned arrows forth is unstrung.
And though the utterer may plead that
to feed his passion he said not what he
really believed, but what he thought
at the time weuld hurt most, it is al-
most impossible for the hearer to un-
derstand that the expression was not
that of a living though latent opinion
and to feel it accordingly.

The code of fashion in the moral
realms has decreed how much better a
passionate temper is than a sulky one,
but there is. something to be said in
favor of the latter in that it only hurts
itseif, Like the little girl who when
annoyed always ate her apple tart with-
out sugar, the guilty person may suffer
most individually, but that is surely
better than the suffering to the inno-
cent caused by the random shots of the
fierce though short onslaughts of a
hasty temper. And silence is much less

RELIC OF PARNELL.

Casket Presented by City of Edinburgh
£ Now in Pawnshop.

There i in the window of a pawn-

shop in South London, among a
number of unredeemed  pledges, a
silver casket, which recalls the most
pathetic  political tragedy of our
times, says The London Daily News.
It is surmounted by the thistle; it

bears an imposing coat of arms; and
engraved upon it is the legend: “‘Cas-
ket presented by the Corporation of

Edinburgh along with Burgess Tick-
et conferring the Freedom of the
City on Charles Stewart Parnell,
Esq., M.P., July 20, 1889."”

That touching relic of Parnell lies
there for sale. Beside it is a label
stating that the price asked is £30.

Chatting recently in the lobby of
the House of Commons with Mr. T.
P. O'Connor, M.P., one of our repre-
sentatives mentioned this unhappy
circumstance, and ““T. P.”” put for-
ward the suggestion that the casket
ought to be bought for the Irish na-
tion.

‘““Someone wrote me a letter about
it,”” said Mr. O'Connor, ‘‘evidently
hoping that T would be the purchas-
er. But all T could reply was that it
was a most interesting relic of Par-

nell, and T was sorry to hea what
had happemed  to it, but I had not
the money to enable me to buy it.
Tt is, indeed, an interesting relic,
an:! one’s heart is touched to  know
tnt it is lyving in that place. I'm

net anite sure in what way it could
hee done. but T think that such a relie
—a‘ter all—ought to belang to the
Tr'sh nation. Tt is pitiful to sece
s ch things seattered as the sport of
fate; and of this, at anv rate, we
con rest assured, that in years to
come such a relic would be treasured
by those who will come after us.””

Eastern Funeral Rites.

Some curious details have just
reached Paris concerning the funer-
al ceremonies of Norodom, the late
king of Cambodia. Immediately af-
ter death the body was placed on a
bed of state, while cannon boomed

to warn the populace to shave their
heads. Next day the body was em-
balmed, according to ancient cus-
tom. The face was covered with a
gold mask studded with diamonds
and other precious ‘stones. On the
head was placed the ancient crown,
and even the slippers on the fect
glistened with rare jewels. Then the
body wasd placed in a kuaeeling pos-
ture and incased in an upright sheath
of gold and was secaled up in a mas-
sive caskét of solid gold. Thus it
will remain in the throne room, with
bonzes praying night and day un-
til the commpletion of the sanctuary
in which the body will be cremated,
Only after this cercmony will  the
new king be crowned.—london Globe,
