among gardeners and seedsmen that 
while some kindsof of seeds retain their 
vitality for many years, others soon lose 
it when kept under the most favorable 
conditions. As a rule seeds containing 
considerable oil like the sunflower and 
mustard retaining their vegetation powers 
much longer than the dry and faranace- 
ous kinds. The thick shells of some 
seeds might be considered as a protection 
agoinst loss of vitality, but we do not 
find that the larger nut can be kept for 
any length of time or seldom more than 
one year, wltile some of the smaller 
kinds, with, an apparent thin covering, 
like the pea and bean, will vegetate 
when a dozen years old, if kept under 
anything like favorable cdhditions. 
Onion seed will seldom vegetate after the 
second year, while turnip seed will re­
main sound for half a dozen years, and if 
kept in a cool room for twice that time. 
Perhaps the best possible conditions 
under which to keep vegetable seeds is 
in a cool dry atmostphere. There is, 
however, much to be learned in regard 
to preserving the vitality of seeds, and 
the man who undertakes to investigate 
all the phenomena in regard to the 
vitality of seeds ha! a large and interest­
ing field before him.

Do not Waste the Boxes—The bones 
offish, bones of fowls, the large and small 
pieces of bones which are purchased with 
beef and mutton, constitute the very 
best food for. fruit trees and grape vines 
if the fragments are only placed where 
the roots can lay hold of them. Instead 
of allowing pieces of bones to be cast in­
to the back yard, as food for stray cats 
and strange dogs, domestics should be 
directed to deposit everything of the sort 
in a small tub provided with a «id. As 
soon as only a few pounds have accumu­
lated, Ave take the tub to some grape 
vine or fruit tree, dig a hole three or four 
feet long, a foot or two wide, and not 
less than a foot deep, into which the 
bones are dumped, spread over the lrot- j 
tom of the excavation, and covered with 
the soil. The more the fragments can he 
spread around the better. But they 
should be buried so deep that a plow or 
spade will not reach them. The roots of 
growing vines will soon find the valuable 
mine of rich fertility, and will feed on the 
elements that will greatly promote the 
gsowth of healthy wood, and the deve­
lopment of fair and luscious fruit.

Many horticulturists and farmers puu 
chase bone dust, costing not less than 
two cents a pound, simply to enrich the 
soil around and beneath their fruit trees 
and vines. Fragments of bones are just as 
valuable as ground bone, although their 
elements of. fertility will not be found 
available in so short a time as if the 
large pieces had been reduced to dust. 
Nevertheless if bones be buried three or 
four feet from a grape vine, the countless 
number of mouths at the ends of the 
roots will soon dissolve, take up, and ap­
propriate every particle. When cast out 
at the kitchen door, hones are likely to 
be a nuisance; whereas, if ju’opcrly bur­
ied, they become a source of valuable 
fertility. Let every person who owns a 
grape vine or fruit tree save all the bones 
that pass through the kitchen, anil bury 
them where such worthless material will 
be turned to good profit__Western Far-

Con­
tinue this every night, letting the mois­
ture dry on it, and the wart will soon 
disappear.

Dust ox the Walls.—To wipe the dust 
from papered walls take a clean, soft 
piece of flanne'. Of course, it must, not 
be damp, but the dry flannel will remove 
the dust.

' Crxxbeiîrv ruiimxc;.—Cranberry pud­
ding is made by pouring boiling water on 
a pint of dried bread crumbs; melt a 
tablespoonful of butter and stir in. When 
the bread is softened add two eggs, and 
beat thoroughly with tiro bread. Then 
put in a pint of the stewed fruit, and 
sweeten to your taste. Bake in a hot 
oven for half an hour. Fresh frui t may 
he used iu place of the cranberries. 
Slices of peaches put in in layers make 
a <lelicic'^> variation.

A Dish for Tea—A good dish for sup­

per is made by chopping cold roast meat 
of any kind, and seasoning it well with 
pepper and salt. I hen put a layer of 
cold mashed potato in the bottom of a 
pudding dish; then a layer of the chopped 

meat, with little lumps of butter over it; 
cover with another layer of potato, 
sprinkle pepper ami salt, and put lumps 

of butter over this. Bake lor half an 
hour in a hot oven. The top should be 
brown, and have a nice crust over it.

IIow to Cook ax Oi.v Hex___Prof. W.
Mattieu Williams gives Us in Knowledge 
his practical experience with elderly 
poultry, as follows:—I may mention an 
experiment that I have made lately. J 
killed a superannuated hen—move than 
six years old, but otherwise in vet y good 
condition. Cooked in the ordinary way 
she would have been uneatably tough, 
instead of being thus cooked, she was 
gently stewed about four hours. I can­
not guarantee to the maintenance of the 
theoretical temperature, having suspicion 
of some simmering. After this, she was 
left in the water until it cooled, and on 
the following day was roasted in the 
usual manner, i. e.r in a roasting oven. 
The result was excellent; as tender as a 
full grown chicken roasted in the ordin­
ary way, and of quite equal flavor, in 
spite of the very good broth obtained by 
the preliminary stowing. This surprised 
■me. I anticipated the softening of the 
tendons and ligaments, but supposed 
that the extraction of the juices would 
have spoiled the flavor. It must have 
diluted it, and that so much remained 
was probably due, to the fact that an old 
fowl is move fully flavored than a young 
cliicken. The usual farm house method 
of cooking old liens is to stew them simp­
ly; the rule in the Midlands being one 
hopr in the pot for every year of age. 
The feature of the above experiment was 
the supplementary roasting.
