MAYOR’S REPLY 
TO ALD. LEWIS.

His Worship Will Not Call a Special 
Meeting.

Deputatioa Beck From American 
Waterworks Convention.

Delegate* Pleased With Hamilton 
Fihratioa Syitem.

Replying to the criticism in a tetter 
to the press by Aid. Lewis regarding his 
stand on , the controversy over the site 
Of the Southam Home for advanced cases 
of consumption, Mayor Stewart to-day 
made a statement,-from which it is evi­
dent that he has no'idea'of calling a 
special Council meeting unless twelve 
aldermen request it. He said:

“Respecting my positiou in. connection 
with the action of the City Council on 
the location of the William Southam 
Home for Incurable Consumptives, Ald­
erman Lewis, as I think, unintentionally, 
misrepresented the-matter, in his letter 
to the papers on the 16th inst.
'“In the first place his letter to me 

was not roarkfd private and there was 
nothing in connection with the letter 
which would lead me to suppose that ii 
was Alderman Lewis’ intention that the 
same Should be considered private.- and 
thinking it a public matter I handed 
the letter in full to the press reporters, 
and not in fragments, as he states.

“The question of the location of the 
hospital was under considérâtior for 
long time, and on September OtL, 1907, 
the Finance Committee recommended to 
the Council that tlje Board of Governors 
of the City Hospital be permitted to er­
ect. menage and maintain oi^the hos­
pital grounds, the William Southam 
Home for advanced cases of tuberculosis. 
This report was adopted by the Coun­
cil on a division,' Aldeman Lewis voting 
in the negative. Acting upon the author­
ity thus conferred upon the Board of 
Governors they proceeded with the erec­
tion of the building. After the founda­
tions were in. a petition from residents 
in the locality was received by the 
Council on the 27th of April of thie 
year, objecting to the location. This pe 
tition was referred to the Finance Com­
mittee and. the Finance Committee on 
the 11th inst., reported to the Council 
recommend)ng that no action be taken 
thereon.

‘•The rules or order governing the 
council wisely provide against contradic­
tory motions being passed. One of these 
rules govern the reconsideration of a 
question previously decided upon by the 
council, and provides that a motion to 
reconsider a .quation must be made by 

.some-mem her \Vho voted with the major-
itjfu, Alderman Lewis having-opHnmd the
mdtîôïf^o Ivaate. Wîîïtam Sotrtham 
Home on the hospital grounds in Sep­
tember of last yeàr, and voting in the 
minority, was debarred under the rules 
from moving the motion for reoonsider- 
ation, but as the matter was not drawn 
.to my attention until after the vote 
had been recorded. I allowed it to stand, 
and the matter was again referred to 
tjaç Finance Committee.

“In the meantime I stated that I 
would communicate the action of the 
council to the Board of Hospital Gov­
ernors, which 1 did. A meeting of the 
govern or r was called and the board de­
cided that, in view of the large expendi­
ture already entailed that they could 
not see their way clear to stop the work 
and select another site unless the City 
Council waa prepared to bear the loss. *

“Under the circumstances I considered 
that if the council 'still de.sired, in view 
of the loss to be entailed that the loca­
tion should be changed, that they 
should communicate to me their desire 
for a special meeting and upon the re­
ceipt of which I would have been pleas­
ed to have called a meeting in compli­
ance with their request. This not hav­
ing been done, I presume that the mem­
bers of the council feel that it would be 
unwise to at this time withdraw the 
authority conferred upon the board by 
the council of last year.”

A BAD FALL

Cannot Put Power Line 
On Beach.

Switching Station to be 
Near Dundas.

Another Batch of Light­
ing Plant Plans.

The matter of the location of . the 
main switching, station of the Govern­
ment's power line is a bugaboo that is 
not likely to stampede the Hamilton 
City Council into signing a contract with 
the Hydro-Electric Commission. P. W. 
Sothman, chief engineer, and assistant 
Engineer Richards, who are going over 
the proposed route of the transmission 
Jines to-day, were at the City Hall this 
morning and explained a few points 
that should set the aldermanic minds at 
rest as to where Hamilton will be if it 
holds aloof from the scheme for the pre­
sent. The big stick to be used to whip 
this city into line was that if a contract 
was not signed now" instead of building 
the line to Toronto across the Beach 
the Government would take it back on 
the mountain and locate the switching 
station about nine miles west ol" Ham­
ilton. It develops now that there was 
never any serious intention of building 
the line across the Beach, probably be­
cause of the difficulty of securing right 
of way. As is generally known three' rail­
way companies and one power company 
also have the rights. Whether Hamilton 
goes into the scheme now or not the 
line will not 1m- built across the sand- 
strip. If a contract is signed, it is said, 
the switching station- will be located rm 
♦he mountain top near the head of 
Garth street. Otherwise it will he built 
on the mountain side near Dundns. The 
latter point, is reported to be prefer- 
rable in any event because it would 
make a more central location for the 
lines radiating south, west and north.

lhe plan shows the line running from 
Niagara to (Hanford, and then across to 
Dundas. From the switching station 
there one line would run almost dir­
ect to Toronto, another would branch 
off to Gait, Guelph and that district, 
while the other would supply Brantford, 
\\ oodstoek, Ixmdon and the west. Near 
Brantford there will be a small branch 
to St. George, and Blue Lake. It is. «aid 
that the Government has already begun 
to purchase land for its right of way, 
in places where it will he impossible to 
carry the lines along the highway.

Mr. Sothman while here this morning 
left another hatch of plans and specifi­
cations for Hamilton s proposed muni­
cipal lighting plant at the Board of 
Works office. He has not çompleted the 
work yet. but expects to shortlv The 
power committee will meet on Thursday 
night and it is expected that the re­
sult of its deliberations will be a re­
commendation to the Council on which 
power to accept.

Preston is the second city to sign the 
Hydro-Electric contract. At a special 
meeting the Mayor and town clerk were 
authorized to nign for 6fM) horse power 
at $23. The town’s lighting plant will 
require 200 horse power.
