At any rate,
with the capture of the island begao
its history as a Catbolic possessico af
the Church, and while the Caribs
were gradually exterminated by tbe
secular authorities, it is cestaio that
their spicitual welfare received the
attention of the clerical who tried to
convert them to the faith. As more
colobists came out from Spain the
oucleus charch grew in proportion
and its ceremonies became the strik-
iog featare of life atSantiago de la
Vega, ‘the Bpanish capital (oow
Spanish town). Sigos of this Os-
tholic oeccupation still lioger in the
old city in the names of some of its
streets.

With the tnkmg of the island in the

| time of Cromwell, the sovereigaty of

the Church was ended and Protestant-
ism assumed its tole under the Eng-
lish. But new life was given to

the faith in the coloay when Irish

exiles were sent out by the Protector
to populate the island, while making
of it a sort of penal settlement fof the
vanquished. Io the reign of James I
we hear of Father Charchill, the first
Eaglish priest whose name is recorded
io the rather slim avuals of the early
Obristisn Church in'Jamaica.

Tie Work of the Franmciseass

The Franciscans, who had ever
been earnest ia missionary work in
the Indies, still labored to advance the
Qatholic cause under the new rulers,
and’' several npotable fathers were
amongst them. Chief of these, be-
twees 1813 and 183y, were F.

Rodriguez, and in_1820-50, the first
Vicat" Apossolic, P. Benito Fernan-
dez, both Spaaniards, and famous for
their evangelical work io tbe now
essentially Protestant ocolonoy.

With the breaking out of the revo-
lution in Santo Domingo, many
Haitian refugees found an asylum io
Jamaica, and these, beiog all Freach
Catholics, * assisted materially in
strengthening the iateresis of the
Church in that' island. So many
were they that sermons for the first
time .were preached in Frencb and
Feench priests replaced, the:Spaviards
whe had- hitberto directed the des-
tinies of their religion. - Espeagially
zealous were both priests in the con-
vertivg of the slaves, whose souls, if
we accept their own statements, were
little valued by their Protestant
masters or by the miaisters of
ather religions, who were often
slave ‘owners themselves. It is re-
corded, and on good authority, that
baptistn by shiploads was a0 uacom-
moo featare of the early work of the
Eranciscans amoag these usfortunate
and benighted Alfricans,

Under the Jesumits.

As successor to Father Fernandez
in the Vicarship Apostolic was Father
Dupeyron;; thieifatmous: Jesuit, and the
first of his order to arrive in the
island. His labors began io the
early Bfties, lasted for close on forty
years and are still spoken of in the
highest praise by Catholics who re-
member him. Equally famous was
his successor, Father Porier, also: 3
Jeeuit, and brother of the Catholic
Archbishop of Bombay; while Father
Cothsn, a coatemporary of Father
Porter, and the first Eoglish priest of
note, has also left his name in the
religiogs history of the colony.

These priestd were not only the
spiritual advisers of their flock, but
were also the consuiters and assistants
in- secular matters, even in law and
wedicine. Distinguished for his ready
versatility as a geoeral gaide and
friend was Father Dupont, a Jesuit,
who died as: recent 'as the early
eighties, after forty-five years of con-
stant labor on tbe island. Perbaps
more than any other of bis poted
predecessors, he was the adored of
bis flock who koew him familiarly as
‘' Father D."”

Under the vicarsbip of this dis-
tinguished priest, and mainly through
bis efforts the Oathedral Church of
Holy Trinity was boilt in Kiogston.
The government of the Charch had
hitherto been direotly under the an-
thorities at Rome, but in 1894 it
