The author of Maryland, My Mary­

land, lives at Washington, and you may 
eee him in the prêts galleries of Congress 
almost any day during the session. He 
writes gossipy letters to the Augusta 
Chronicle. His name is James R. 
Randall, and he is a modest looking, 
dark complexioned man of 40. He 
must have been very young when lie 
wrote that beautiful poem. Hie ideas 
sue broader now, and he is .as liberal in 
his views as any member of the gallery.

America was written by the Rev. Sam­
uel Francis Smith, in 1833, and it was 
first sung in Boston on July 4, of that 
year. Like the Battle Hymn of the Re­
public, it was inspired by a great tune, 
namely, God Save the King. This tune 
is In use in nearly every country, and it 
haa been ascribed to Handel. The writ­
er of the words still lives in Maseachu- 
eetts, and he says he wrote the song at a 
sitting. He is now 70 years old, and ho 
graduated at Harvard at the same class 
with Oliver Wendell Holmes.

John Howard Payne s Home, Sweet 
Home, was written for an opera, and he 
never got anything for it but his tomb­
stone in Oak Hill cemetery. It was first 
sung in the Covent Garden theater at 
London, and made a big hit. One hun­
dred thousand copies were sold the first 
wear, and by the end of the second its 
publishers had cleared $10,000 from it.

Robert Treat Paine wrote : “Ye Sons 
of Columbia,’"early in 1800, under the 
title of "Adams and Liberty,’ and he was 
paid $760 for it. Paine was the son of 
one of the signers of the Declaration of 
Independence. He wga christened Tom 
Peine, but on account of his dislike to 
Tom Paine's infidel tendencies, he had 
the Massachusetts Legislature change his 
name, and give him what he called a 
Christian one.

Foster got $15,000 for writing ‘Old 
Folks at Home.’ Crouch the writer of 
•Kathleen Mavoureen,’ received $25 for 
the production, and afterwards became a 
begging tram^ while hie publisher c»uld 
have built a brown atone front out of its 
sales. George P. Morris wrote ‘Wood­
man, Spare that Tree,’ because the pur­
chaser of a friend’s estate wanted to cut 
down a tree which his grandfather had 
planted.

‘Hail Columbia' was written by Joseph 
Hopkinson, in the summer of 1798, and 
it was first called the ‘President’s 
March.’ It was always sung when Wash­
ington came into the theater, and one ot 
the objects of its writing was the cultiva­
tion of a patriotic spirit among the peo­
ple of the new Republic, It was first 
put to music by a German music teacher 
at Philadelphia named Roth.

‘The Star Spangled Banner' was writ­
ten by Francis Scott Key while watching 
the bombardment of Fort McHenry, in 
1814. He was in a small vessel among 
the British, ships.and he saw his country­
men win thé victory. All through the 
fight he watched anxiously to see if the 
flag was still standing, looking for it at 
night by the flash of the bombshells, and 
anxiously waiting the dawning. The 
aong was printed in the Baltimore Amer­
ican, eight days after the battle, under 
the title of ‘The Defence of Fort Mc­
Henry."

Mthy people will be surprised to learn 
that ‘Yankee Doodle’ is not of American 
origin. Even the words date back be­
yond the days of Queen Anne, and the 
tune is still older. In the wars of the 
Roundheads, says Commodore Preble,in 
his book of the United States, ‘Yankee 
Doodle,’ was applied in derision to 
Oliver Cromwell, and Professor Rim- 
bault, a prominent musician of London, 
wrote a song directed at Cromwell under 
this title. The jingle of these two songs 
is about the tame, and the words are not 
much different,. Dr. Shuchburg first in­
troduced thé sung1 into this country in 
1762, and this was also in contempt of 
the ragged colonial soldiers. At Con­
cord and Lexington the British,when ad­
vancing to tight, bravely played ‘God 
Save the King,’ and after they were de­
feated the Yankees, as they watched 
their retreat,struck up ‘Yankee Doodle. ’

wings, and it fell to the ground. Think­
ing to capture the animal alive Williams 
approached it, but in spite of its crippled 
wing and the burden of the trap on its 
leg, the bird flew at him and attacked 
him with such fury that he turned and 
fled from the woods. Hurrying back 
heme Williams, without saying anything 
to others, procured a stout rope and a 
large feeô-bag. On his way back to the 
woods he noticed that the crows which 
had attracted his attention to the spot in 
the first-place, were hovering over the 
place where he had left the eagle, and 
from their peculiar cries and frantic ac­
tions he inferred that something unusual 
had occurred during his absence. ,The 
crows, knowing by the wonderful in­
stinct they possess that the eagle was 
wounded and hating as they do all large 
birds, had swarmed down upon the eagle 
and attacked it in his crippled condition. 
This attack had been disastrous to the 
crows, for when Williims again reached 
the spot three lay dead near the enraged 
eagle and several others were dragging 
themselves away out of its reach, utter­
ing the sharp, guttural cry which they 
only utter when wounded or in trouble. 
The eagle no sooner saw Williams ap­
proaching than it rushed at him with 
all the force at its command, hampered 
and crippled as it was, and forced the 
fighting at once. Williams had made 
a noose in one end of the rope he car­
ried, and when the eagle flew at him he 
waited until it was almost upon him, and 
then quickly threw ,the noose over the 
bird's head and it slipped down around 
its wings. Williams drew the noose 
tight and fastened the other end of the 
rhpe to a tree. The eagle was now shorn 
of the great strength of its wings, but it 
pulled the rope tight in its efforts to get 
at its enemy. As it stood thus, strain­
ing at the rope, Williams succeeded in 
slipping the bag down over its head. He 
then clasped the bird around the body. 
Although now blinded and pinioned and 
doubly crippled, the eagle was still un­
conquered. As Williams stood with 1. is 
arms around the great body of the bird, 
endeavoring to secure the mouth of the 
bag around its legs, the eagle suddenly 
sprang against him and striking him in 
the breast with its one free talon, with 
one fierce, downward stroke ripped his 
clothing from him and tore the skin from 
the flesh in a long strip clear to the 
waist. Williams quickly releastd the 
bird and made haste to reach hie house, 
supposing that he was terribly injured. 
Two men who were threshing buckwheat 
for him were then informed of the pres­
ence of the eagle in the woods and they 
went to the spot and succeeded in over­
powering it, It was brought to Wil­
liams’s and tied to a post in the bam, 
the tiap being removed from its leg. .The 
eagle will measure at least eight feet 
from tip to tip of its wings and stands 
nearly four feet high. These birds still 
nest in the wild and rocky elevations in 
this region, where it ia barely possible 
for human beings to gain access. They 
frequently visit the sheep pastures of the 
farms in the neighborhood, and "the 
poultry yards. In defending her chick 
ene against one ot the bold maurauders 
one day last summer, not far from the 
Williams farm, Mrs. Jane Urban was 
compelled to fight it for nearly an hour, 
during which time it tore her clothing 
from her and larcerated her flesh terri­
bly with its beak and talons, She final­
ly killed it with a fence rail.
