The Peacy Rirdr is dettinel/to: bbcome
the great highway of. the whois north.
At 'Present it ta' nivigeble ' for s{Mtl

A vottonied gteariers #11 the Wway ‘trom

Fort Hudson’s »Hope +in  th$  Rocky
Mountains -$o0 / the' Chutes, #fty mfles
below ‘Forts Vermilion, a dbtance’” of
over M1 Bufdréd ‘mifes.' At The Chutes
where the rivér tumble$ over & -1ime:
Btone ‘ridgeithere is & half mile por-
tage around which it would e easy to
bul’d a- capal. “This would opén nav-
igation down to Lake Athabasca and on
down the Great Slave -river ‘te' Fert
Stoith, wherg ‘thére arg: twelve uniles of
mpids. "In m courss ofitimiz, no dcubt;
the' goverhmignt will build‘'s’ ‘eanal-here
oo, and then the way will be ofen from
the /mountaipns clear  through - to the
Arctic Ocean. ¢

At present thers hre three .teamers
onh the Peack: the Peice River, atrim
stern-wheeler, with ‘first-class- accomo-
dation for passengers, owned. and oper-
ated by the Hudson’'s Bay Company, a
smaller propeller run by 4he Roeman
Catholic missions, and a sicam launch
whith was brougnt trom the Lake of
the Woods. Navigation. is open on the
Peace from about the twentle:h of Ap-
rii, until the first of ;November,. or
iater; which is only a week or two
shorter season than the St. Lawrence.
After the first of Septembe., however;
the water gets very low on the up-
per reach®s of the rive:.

‘The “re¢ace River” makes regular
trips between Fort Hudson's Hope and
the chutes during the season. It takes:
her aboul twelve days to go up and
about oné third of. that time 10 des-
cend tho-river. Ths curieal ayerages
about four ml.es an-hour. Thare are
occasional pieces of swirt water, but
not a rapid auring the whole way. At
the Chutes the Peacte River connects
with the eompany’s -steamer Grahame,
which p.ies down %o tort Smitn. ¥rom
the s other side of . Smith's Portage tie
steamer Wrig.ey -makes.one trip a
season to the Arctic taking. in supplies
and bringing out furs. ths also 1akes
the treaty commissionzr: who pays oif
the Indians dnd the treaty doctor who
attends to their bedily ills. Ths vislt
of the Weigley as may be well imagin-
ed, is the chiet eveat of a monolon-
ous year. ‘and her trip is a sort of
trilumphal progress. .

The next big town beyend Edmonton
will surely be bulit where the first
raliroad touehes the Peace an d so
throws open- the whole North during
the season of -navigation. This may be
at Fort Hudson’'s Hope or at Fort St
John on the upper reaches of the river,
but -in view or the iowness of the wa-
ter up there towards the eand of . the
summer, it is quite probable that a
point, lower down will be chosen. Dun-
vegan offers many. advantages. -There
was eighteen fcel of water there in the
midile of September . and across the
river thena is 4 vast cou.e wheeh runs
back for; many miles and woeuld. give
the line an ‘easy ‘grade to the river
level. - Moreover, on the north bank, a}-
moat directly opposite, is another cou-
Jee ‘whieh would give access to tie top
of the bank. It is-one of the very few
piaces where a crossing of the .vast
trough eould be made without an .en-
ormous eéxpenditure.

At prepent the travel.e-r .from Ed-
monten and- Lieaser Slave Lake reaches
the Peace .at Peate River Crossing:
~ort Vermilion is three hundred ang
twenty -five 1u.le8 down vhe river, while
in the other dir¢ction, Dunvegan is sev-~
enty-five- miles, Fort St. John about a
hundred and thirty, and Hudseon's Hope
two hundred odd miles. The crossing
consigts of two stores and half a doz-
16g huts. The “gettlement’” occupied a
long narrow .flat which begins about
five miles above the crossing on tre
other gide. The -getilemnent 18 one -of
the two places where farming is car-
ried on on the banks of the Peace. The
otHer place -i8 Fort Vermilion. I be-
lieve that crops have also bten put in
at St. John and good vegetables ars
raised at Dunvegan, but not .to any
great extent.

At the ‘“settlement” is. the fifie farm
of the R..C. mission also the places of
T. A. Brick, M: P. P.,, and others,
There are in ail about six white mea
with farms in the settlement, and twice
that number of haif-breeds. 'I'he land
is excellent and in the.fiftean years
it has been cuitivated there has never
been an- absolute failure. Up on .top
of thebank the land i8 mueh richer, and
there are occasional gummer frosts up
there. Down.on the tlats the farme.a
have never had a killing frost. They
are -all hampered by insufiicient ke.p
and the-lack of modern agricuitural im-
plements. Anything of that Kind costs
a small fortune to .bring in. With

obstacles removed, they svould no
doubt have .ssngatidnal erops, as it .is
they inwvariably do well.

The river tiat on which, the settle-
ment slands, s & long narrow strip
abeut. tan milles long and up {o one
mile- wide. The open land has a]l Lean
fiken up for some yeéars and the place
has. quite’ an old géttled - look. The
flat. is about thirty feet above the riv-
ef, in places wher2.the river gweeps in
to the hills, it is broken by ridges,
and .there is a  continual .succession of
beautiful. views from the road. On the
ieft hapd. is the river, on the right, the
fantastically heaped and hollowed hilig
swesping up countless terraces and
bathed In sunlight all day.

With the exception of Mesers, Brick
wﬁ Carson and.the mission, the farm-
erk- are delightfully a.mateur The
half-breeds ~farm, ,a. -#ttle, . trap
a ~ Aittie, frelght R little,
and idle. 8 good deal. Money ha.snot
Yery myeh significange to them
I -neyer ‘met a man who worned aboui
anything in.the north. As long as¥au
are strong and well you are not very
likely to starve. In the geasons when
fur .js plentiful, your credit is good at
the storp and you. live Juxuriously.
When tir. is scarce you scratch along
&8 best you may and wait for better
times,

The sgitlement. has lately been. sur-
vey¥ed by tha governmeat. Each orig-
inal gettler. ig allowed ong hund:eia.nd
slxty acres and those ,who ; up
their land bsfore the last ttezt.y wan
made (elght years ago) .are, it is up-
derstood, to get all the land they hase
cuttdvated. The government .will aot
aell any land at the present time. . .
The, seasons at tu settlement are

a-ch the same y . Bdmon It
‘however the u!vint:ge of ionger

_summer days and mere lunught at thati
season. Seeding is done at the end of
April and the beginning of May. This
year Mr. Brick. startedoutting his oats
at the end of July and. by .the tiftegnth
of August all his grain . was gathered.
On- the fourth of September I reached
his place: He waa starting to' thresh.
Asg the first froet.is due about.. the
tirst. of ..Segtember the farme.s have
pienty of lpeway. Their drawback, ev-
ery digtrict has some drawback, 1 the
arcity of -rain at--the beslnnmg of
ﬁ. samon. This of course.could be met
by anoge scientific farming.
* The best of the wheat is the fineatd
ever ‘saw, exceedlngly large, itirm, red
grains. Much grain of a poorer qual-
ity . is raged. Year In ang year out
they average about twenty-five bush-
els of whea. to the acre. Tnis cou.d no
doubt be easily doubled under othe-
cenditions. They gresv.f.ne ocats t2o. «n
Brick’'s place, six weeks a:ter the oats
had been cut, the second growtn wag
quite two feet high and ali heacel out,
‘the Hudson's bay 4ompany this year
paid. $1.26 per bushel for wheat at the
mettlement and farmerg thought thus
very low. Atter the thresning is done,
the company sends.a .launch up irom
¥ort Yermulom <ach year; tha. gra.n
is 10aded on a _barge, and towedcown
%0 the ‘company’s miil at that point.
Mr. W. H. varson hag a small ilour
mi.l at the settiement also.

Extraordinary vegetables are grown
in this dustrici. Besides all the coars-
er kinds, I ate ripe tomatoes, cucum-
bers ana corn, 1 sAwW e€enormous cap-
bages, allso cauiitlower, celery,
squasn, pwnpkins, anda . walermelons.
Yegetanles gtem 10 grow everywhare
with only the most casual attention.

The high north bank of the river
which I have mentioned sevecal t.mes,
is the favorile stamping ground for
horses and cattie. 1t is covered with
ricn grass, the sun beats on it all day,
and tnere is plenty of sheiter among
the aspen bluirs in all the iittle ho:-
lows.. So.fond.are the animals of this
hillside thatit is extremely difficult to
keep work  horses and milk cows
around the place. They hike for the
hills at the first opportunity. As in
other parts of Alberta it is customary
10 1eed the cattle in the winter, wniie
the horses rustle for themse.ves. They
come out rolling fat in.the spring. 'Lhe
settlers have to go a conSiderab.e dis-
tfance: for hay. 1t is -usually 6&&tured
around the lakes to the north of the
river.

I did not have time to visit the get-
tlement at Fort Vermilion, thr¢e hun-
dred miles down the river; but igath-
ered what information I could concern-
ing -it. Conditions are quite different
down there. The banks are mot high,
but slope gradually back from theriv-
er. A great deal of the land has to te
cleared. The gettlement is larger, ex-
tending for fifteen miles back from the
river, about five miles on the other and
three miles back on each side. In all,
twenty thousand bushels of grain wer2
raised there this season. The largest
farmer is Mr, Sheridan Lawrence
whose crop totaled eight thousand
bushels. They had no {rost this season,
but occasion ally the farmers are .obHg-
ed to build great smudges, much tha
same as the orange growers in Cali-
fornia. There is a flour mill ~and a
saw.mill here and .stores of th2 com-
pany and Revillon Brothers. There is
ai80 2 Roman Catholic mission and an
Anglican mission. I met two kngiish
ladigs going to tha latter. They mis.-
ed the launch at the landing, and would
be obliged to travel thrée hunirel miles
on a ratt, Fort Vermilion is virtual-
ly cut off from the world from Nov-
ember to April. The only man. who
braves the thres hundrei mile trip ov-
er the ice (there is.not a house of
any kind all the way) is the mail car-
rier who makes monthly trips with a
dog team. Fort Vermiiion was gurvey-
ed this summer and river lota will be
placed on ths market next summer.

1 stopped at.the gsttlement tendays
waiting for some means to make th2
next stage oft he.journey up to Dun-
vegan, . At ,the end of that time two
travelgrs with & . buckboard ani t:am,
who had come all the way from Ed-
monton, - no- mean feat, arrived, and I
made  arrangement - to accompany
them. I had met them half way down
line and had been. the meins of offer-
ing them some slight ass.stance

The road to Dunvegan climbs the, hill
behind Mr, Brick’s place and strikes
straight .away across the prairie, cut-
ting off by that means, -a.  big, sweeo
of the river. From the edge of the
north bank of the river .the prairiey
sweeps away for miles and miles totke
north and west. Very little is known
about this country and only the edges
have been explorei and the maps are
away off. I talked with a Frenchman
who had been one hundred miles back,
be -said . it wag rich gprairie land all
the way, and much beyond that, with
pea vine po thick it was dlmcult to
walk through.

Still further out, on the shore of Hay
Lake there is a ‘French geitler, who
is said to. grow oats and barley, beside
yegetables of all kinds. I believe that
this vast prairie 1and, which isknown
10 extend for fwo hundred :miles along
the north bank and from “fifteen to
fifty miles in, i the country -of the
future. . No one knows8 how much fur-
ther north and west the good land
may. exist, It is true that at present
there are-octasional summer [ro3ts up
on the bench, but this was the expe-i-
ence of Maniteba, Saskatchewan and the
rest of Alberta befors the land. waseul-

tivated. As long as there i3 a hard
80d ‘on- the ground, the rays of the sun
eannot penctraty into the earth and the
heat. radiates.ag s0on.as the sun. goss
down, When the Jand -is cultivated,
radiation. js mare gradual and there are
no frosts.  Fifteen years ago the Rer-
erend Mr. Brick; father ol the present

member 0f the Alberta legiglature, set-
tled at Old Wives lake, in this tract I

speak 0f. Our of the five crops he put
in, he secured thr:ce, which is not a
bad proportion considering he was the
pioneer, ;. At the present time one sets
tler is trying his luck op the prairie
This-geason he had @ .smali amount of
barley in and & much finer vegetable
garden than any down on the flat. The
sandasifdr a5 that goes is imcompar-
able -richer. We had no trouble with
frost this season.

We traversed gixty miles of th's prai-
rie between the settlement and Dunve-
gan.. It .was -the. prettiest . agricultur-
al land I« ever: et eyes on and if the
rank weeds, wolf -willows, fire wcel
etc., are any criterion, exceed'ngly rich.
We dug holes here and there and found
a heavy mellow black loam with aclay
subsoil, It. was a parkiike - country,
with numerous poplar bluffs; as we
proceeded ‘it gradually openei up un-
till we could see thousand acre tracks
withoyt a stock on them. - My compan-
ions who were.experienced farmers. in
Manitoba, and Saskatchewan, gid they
had not seen the equal -of this country
in those provinces. Water isscarce at
the end of the summer. There is how-
ever'a .chain of lakes from ten to. fif-
teen. miles back from the road. This
road, by the way, is excellent,

Coming down the hill again at Dun-|

vegan one has another glorious view of
the Peace. The banks here are steep-
er the river narrower, and the water
seems a deefer green. One cannot
eay enough in praiss of the beauty of
this remarkable stream.

I have been agked many times how to
get to the Peace River. In the first
place I would strongly advise those
who are thinking of emigrating to see
the country first, It is a glorious
country, but at present.it is only for
the strong, hardy and self-reliant.
There i8 room at present for more gocd[
farmers, especially if they know a
trade also, but the country will not
support many of them until there is
a better. means of communication,
which there is bound to be soon. At
the present time it is virtually impos-
sible to take in hsavy goods or stock |
during the summer. The best way is
to go in yourself first, pick eut your
location, have hay put up, and then
bring in your goods and stock the fol-
lowing February, just before the ice
goes out.
